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The *“‘Glycerine’’ sensation, paraded by
Speaker Colfax before the House of Represen-
tatives, is made a subject of laughter all over
the country ; and some of the newspapers are
s0 wanting in “‘reverence’” as to actually call
the Speaker, “Glycerine Colfax.”” The loud-
‘est laugher is Mack, the Washington corres-
pondent of the Cincinnati Commercial, a Radi-
cal paper.: He proposes that when Guy Fawkes
places his keg in the basement of the Capitol,
he should give due notice, that all the members
of Congress may be present—and he particular-
ly requests that the chaplains should attend on
the ' occasion, that they may “go up,’”’ with
~their flocks!

The Washington correspondent of the Balti-
‘more Sun says that “‘those who bave carefully
examined the impeachment case, the law, rules
and facts, do not expect the trial to commence
regularly much, if at all, before the first of
Jane. How long the matter will remain be-
fore the Senate when the testimony is com-
menced, must depend, of course, upon the
character ofthe evidence, the line of prosecu-
tion and defense.” We think it is probable
the trial wiil commence long before the first of
June !

The Washington correspondent of the N. Y.
Tribune says that the Senate Commitlee to
whom the letter of Chief Justice Chase was
referred, have come to the opinion that the
Scoate has the right to {rame its own rules
and regulations, and that only authority vested
in the Chicf Justice is that of presiding officer,
and that he has not the legal right to decide
any of the questions involved.
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The New Hampshire clection, the first of the
State clections of 1868, will be held on Tuaesday
next, March 10th. The ecampaign is being car-
ried oa with great activity by both parties,
each of which claims (o be able to carry the
State, and large numbers of the most popular
political orators of the country are engaged in
making speeches there.
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The Thames tunncl, at London, which has
proved an indifferent speculation since its opern-
ing in 1843, has now promise of a new life.—
Two raiiroads on opposite sides of the Thames
are forming a junction by means of the tunuel,
and will make gradual entrances a mile distant
feom cither bank. Preparations for this change
are nOW in progress.

The Albany Argus says: ‘It looks as it the
Congressional Radicals were trying 1o establish
an oligarchy.”” The Nationul Inteiligencer
says: ““The Congressmen are not ‘trying’ to
establish an oligarchy, but they have done it
substantially, through the powerful preroga-
tives conceded.to the Senate.”

The McCardle ease was further argued in
the Supreme Court yesterday.

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Whilst many of the newspapers hold out the
“‘idea” that the President will not be deposed,
it 1s very certaiun that the idea is not entertain-
ed by the mass of the people, who look upon
the matter as settled, and only delayed until
the forms shall have becn gone through with.

If the colored woman who was ‘‘cjected”’
frowm the railroad car, in this place, a short
time ago, obtains the damages she desires, it is
thought that such ejcctment cases will Le
sought after with avidity, and that mary will
find an occasion for ‘“‘ejectment,”” at all hazards.

The Richmond Whig says that the South is
now much more orderly, and tranquil, and
peaceable than the North. All the “‘rackett”
the South has, at this time, is raised by the
Radicals themselves.

1t is said that several of the Radical Scna-
tors express great indignation at the recent
opinion of Judge Underwood,- in the Manda-

mas case, and think he had better ‘‘come
down.”

Holden, the Rudical candidate for Governor
of North Carolina, before, and afler the late
war commenced, was a pro-slavery man —a se-
cessionist, and a bitter reviler of the North.

NEWS OF THE DAY.
“To show the very age and, body of the Times."”

The Maryland Legislature, in joint conven-
tion yesterday, ballotted four times without re-
sult for U. 8. Senator. On the first ballot the
vote stood for P. F. Thomas 26, J. T. Earle
31, H. McCullougk 18, 8. Hambleton 8, Geo.
Vickers 14, and three votes scattering. The
second ballot showed but few changes. The

name of Mr. Earle, was then withdrawn, and
most of" his votes were cast on the succeeding
ballot for Mr. Swapn. On this ballot the vote
was : Thomas 28, Swann 24, Vickers 18, Me-
Cullough 19, Hambleton 9, Franklin 1. The
fourth ballot showed but few changes, Mr.

Thomas’ yote falling to 23, whilst that of Mr.
Swann increased to 29.

The train which left Elmira, N.Y., on Wed-
nesday morning and due at Canandaigua ab
eleven o‘clock a. m., when vear Gorham sta-
tion, disabled one¢ of her locomotives. The
passengers, thirty in number, were all transfer-
red to the baggage car, and with one locomo-
tive proceeded on their way. When near
Hopewcll station the baggage car jumped from
the track, and overturned ‘all the passcngers
into one end of the car, mﬁ_lcung serious in-
juries on twelve of them. The car stove was
broken, and, with its mass of living coals of
fire, was thrown with great forcq upon the a_l—
ready suffering passengers, burning several in
a most shocking manuer. '

Gov. Haight, of California, in a message to
the Legislature of that State, declines to for-
ward the resolutions endorsing the action of
Congress on the impeachment of President
Johnson, on the ground that they would im-
properly influence the judgment of the Senate
1n sitting asa court ; but that the Assembly
resolutions expressing sympathy for the Pres-
ident are not liable to the same objections, or
he would not have transmitted them. The
message is sustained by the casting vote of the
Licutenant Governor.

It is “reported” that Mr. Seward has made
a conditional purchase or lease of the Island of
Samana, or, in other words, has got the refu-
sal of it at a certain figure. He has laid the
matter before the Senate Foreign Committee
for their consideration, and will not proceed
any further unless his course mects the appro-
val of thet committee. The sentiment of the
committee is decidedly averse to the proposi-
tion thus far.

Gen. Hancock has written a letter in reply
to that of Gen. Grant revoking his order for
the removal of certain members of the City
Couneil of New Orleans, in which he repeats
the reasons heretofore given for his action, but
says he will promptly obey Gen. Grant's order
reinstating the Councilmen, though be thinks
the public good will not thereby be advanced.

Full returns from the Alabama election have
not yet been received at army headguarters. 1t
appears from the reeords thut Gen. Pope origi-
nally ordered the election to be for but two
days, and that the change to four days was
made by Gen. Meade, in accordance with the
direet suggestion of Gen, Grant.

A resolution was adopted in the South Caro-
lina Convention, yesterday, petitioning Congress
to turn over the lands sold for non payment of
taxes to the State for distribution awmong the
negroes. It is stated that evergbody is elee-
tioncering, und that .three-ﬁf'chs of the offices
in the State will be filled by negroes.

Yesterday afternoon, while five men were
engaged in tamperiog with aa unexploded blast
on the Morton canal, near Chicago, the blast
exploded, killing three of them instantly, injur-
ing onc of the others so badly that he cubsc-
quently died, and the filth was seriously in-
jured, but will recover.

In the Mississippt Convention, yesterday, a
Committee of Investigation reported in lavor
of expelling one Merriman, a member of the
Cenvention, for drunkeness and disorderly con-
duet, and for impugning the motives ol mem-
bers of' the Convention.

Welker, the murderer of John Becknel, was
the seccond time taken from the Columbia,
Temn, jail, on Tuesday night, by a mob, who
gave him a few minutes for a confession, and
then hanged him. He admitted that he com-
mitted the murder.
=A Baltimore merchant, whose son lost $1,3
at a faro bank in Cincinnati, recovered a ver-
dict in the Common Pleas Court, in that city,
on Saturday, for the full amount, with interest,
against the proprietors of the gambling house.

The Maryland Court of Appeals has reversed
the decision of Judge Alexander, removing the
trustees of the National Express Company.—
The assignment is decided to be good, and the
trustees are reinstated.

A report prevailed at the police headquar-
ters, in New York, yesterday, that a riot was
in progress among the inmates of the public
institutions on Ward’s Island. A strong force
of police has been sent to the Island.

_Daniel Lord, an eminent lawyer of New
York, died yesterday. All the courts adjourned
as a tribute of respect.

In the Senate yesterday, during the morning

‘hour several bills and resolutions were submit-

ted, and some discussion took place without
any action being reached, in relation to admis-
sion to the galleries during the impeachment
trial. At 1 o'clock Chief Justice Chase ap-
peared, and the Senate proceeded to the or-
ganization of the High Courtof Impeachment.

In the House of Representatives, Mr. Eliot,
of Massachusetts, introduced a bill relating to
the Supreme Court, which provides that in
case of the removal of the Chief Justice of the
United States from office, or his death, resig-
nation or inability to discharge the duties of
his office, such duties shall devolve upon the
Associate Justice oidest as to date ot commis-
sion, and who shall exercise such duties until
such disabilities of the Chief Justice shall be
removed, or until another Chief Justice shall
be duly appointed and qualified. At one
o’clock it was moved that the House go into
Committee of the Whole and accompany tho
Managers to the Senate, to participate in the
organization of the Court. It was suggested
that this was unnecessary, and the resolution
was withdrawn, but nevertheless, a large por-
tion,of the members ot the House followed the
Managers to the Senate. The case of Mr.
Butler, whoclai_msa seat as a member {from
Tenncssee, but isunable (o take the test oath,
was discussed, but no vote reached.

- As'it was, however, we ave glad to learn
no iojury was sustained. A black man who
was upon the ground was in mrears for taxes.
He had in his possession a gun, upon which
the sheriff levied. The negro resisted, and
many of his companions came to his rescue,
brandishing their sticks and canes, sustaining by
their conduct a forcible resistance to the law.—
They acted upon the offensive, and a coliision
wight have occurred but for the restralning
influence mentioned above.

Yesterday morning a boiler uscd at the steam

saw mill of Mr. Beardsley, in Chesterfield

county, suddenly exploded, with disastrous re-
sult. Mr. Daniel Bailey was instantly killed,
and his body thrown ncarly two hundred yards,
The engineer and his assistant (both colored
men) were injured, but it is hoped not mortally.

The Clarke Journal says, ‘‘we have been in-
formed that a shaft has been sunk upon the
Jand of Dr. J. W. Stephenson, of this county,
five miles from Beryville, opening a lead mine.

The Empeanchmment.

Yesterday, in the Senate, the President pro
tem., at the expiration of the morning hour,
said : “The morning hour having expired, all
legislative and executive business of the Senate
is ordered to cease, for the purpose of proceed-
ing to business conreted with the impeachment
of the President ol the United States. The
chair is vacated for that purpose.”

The Chicl Justice then advanced up the
aisle, clad in his official robe, escoried by Mr.
Pomeroy, chairman of the comwittee appoint-
ed for that purpose, with Judge Nelson, of the
Supreme Court, on hisvizbt. Messrs. Bucka-
lew and Wilson, the other members of the
committee, bringing up the rear.

The Chief Justicz having ascended to the
President’s dais, said, in a measared and im-
pressive voice : . .

Scnators: In obedicnce to a notice, I have
appeared to join with you in forming a court ol

the United States, and [ am now ready to iake
the oath. :

The following oath wus then admiuistered to
the Chiel Justice by Judge Nelson

“1 do solemnly swear, that in all things per-
taining to the trial of the impeachment of
Andrew Johasnn, President of the United
States, I will do impartial jusiics, aceording (o
the Coostitution and laws, so help me God.”

The Chicef Justice then said:

Senators: "The oath will now he administered
to the Scnators, as they wiil be ealled by the
Secretary in succession,

The Seerclary called the voll, each Senator
advaneing i turn and taking the oath pre-
ceribed in the rules, as given above.

T"he only Senators absent were Messrs. Doo-
little, of" Wiseonsin; Kdmund:, of Vermont;
Patterson, of New [ampshire, aud Sanl<dnry,
of Delaware.

Mr. Wade's name having bern ealled, he
was advaneing to {ake the oath, when My,
Hendricks objected to Mr. Wade being sworn
or taking part in the trial, on the ground that,
as in event ol conviction he weuld beconie
President of the U, 8.

Foreign KNews.

GREAT BRITAIN.—In the British House of
Lords last night, Earl Malmesbury said the
subject of Irish grievances would come up on
Tuesday nest. After announcing 2 change in
the Government, he added that its policy would
remain unaltered.  Harl Russcil deelared that
no confidence could be placed in a policy which
was always saying onc thing and meaning an-
other. He said that the Liberal members had
given support to Lord Derby ¢n his pledee to
bring about a reduction of franchise.

A large meeting of the friends of Disraeli
was held at his official residence last night.—
Nearly all the leading Tory members were pre-
sent. The procecdings were not publie, but
the meeting is regarded as a {avorable indica-
tion of the strength of the new Premier.

The Lord Lieutenant of Ireland hs released
from confinement Johnson, Grand Secretary of
the Orangemen, who was sentenced to five
years’ imprisonmeat 1n the county of Down for
leading an illegal procession.

ABysSINIA.—Special dispatches relating to
Abyssinia state that the advance ot the British
army was within fifteen days’ march of Mag-
dala. General Napier met Kassai, the Tigre
chief, on the 20th of February, and he made
an offer of peace, which was accepted. The
coemy shot some stragglers from the Queen’s
force, and their bodies were muiilated. Three
British officers are missing. Iing Theodorus
was advancing from his camp with 30,000 men.
Menelek was said to have invested the royal
stronghold of Magdala with 40,000 men.

Sotta AMERICA,—The South American
mail steamer has arrived. The details
from the scene of war on the Paraua river are
important. The good fortune of the Paragua-
yans continued. The Brazilians made several
attempts to cut off the communications of' Gen.
Lopez through the forests of Grau Chance,
but their efforts failed, and in the engagements
which teok place, Lopez gained fresh advanta-
ges over the allied forces. Gen. Alexander
Ashboath, Resident of the United States at
Buenos Ayres, died after a protracted illness,

JAPAN.—T'he civil war inJapan raged with
great violence. Several combats had taken
place between the partisans ol the Shagoon
and the Daimos, which were attended with
heavy losses of lile, and great execesses were

The Ghost Story of Albemarie .
Reminds me of a similar occurrence of which
T was 2 witness some years Since~—and perhaps
when the Albemarle mystery is cleared up, it
will be found to have been produced by a siml-

lar ageney (o that of (he one I shall narrate.

My brother occapied a house situated on the

skirt of a wood, some few miles trom Baltimore
—and somewhat isolated from other dwellings
—which ciused the female portion of the fam-
ily to be uncasy when left alone at night. One
eveuing as he was about starting to the neigh-
boring village, his wife, as usual, expressed fear
at being left with no one but females in the
house, and hoped he would soon return. He
bad not been Jong absent before a rap was heard
at the door, when the servant girl (about 15
years of age) went into the sitting roogn and
expressed her fear at having to open the door—
when one of ladies accompanied her-—but no
one was found at the door or in sight. This
ereated sowe alarm, and alter a short time the
window of the dining room was broken, and
the girl ran out expressing great fear—saying
she had been struck by the stone thrown through
the window. All beeame very wuch alarmed,
and awaited anxiously my brother’s return,
which soon occarred, and there was no further
molestation that night;—but the next evening,
just after dark, a stonc was thrown against the
iront door, and found on the porch; nut long
after another came through the dining room
window, striking the girl, with some plates iu
her hands, which she let fall to the floor, and
ran into the next room, where the family were.
My brother became very much exasperated,
and determined to place a guard near the house
the next night, which was doune, but no repeti-
tion of the offence until the guard were invited
into the house to partake of some refreshments,
when immediately a stone was thrown through
the dining room window, which struck the girl,
causing her to run into the other room seream-
ing with pain from the wound inflicted on her
<ide. The stone was found on the floor with
the fragments of glass from the window. Al
rushed out and scourcd the adjacent wood, but
no one was found.

It was then determined that part of the guard
should approach the next night from different
directions, and form an outside picket, 80 25 to
be on the lookout when the inner guard were
invited into the house This was done several
nights, but no repetition of the cutrage was
made while any of the guard were out; but as
soon as the last one entered the house, stones
were thrown at the doors and through the din-
ing room windows—knocks at the doors were
distinetly heard; but no one found outside when
opened.

Thus matters went on for some two weeks or
more—the family much alarmicd und the guard
preatly excited—they sometimes seeing somie-
thine creeping throvgh (he bushes—which,
when fired at, proved w bea hog or a dog—
and in one instanee the cow received a load of
shot, having been taken for the gho:t by one
of the guard.

My brather hecune verv aervous, and was
very atear sheoting a German who he vm-
ployed.  He came to the hiouse one night, alter
the euard had left, and yapped at the front
door, which not being promptly opened, be
went ronnd  toward ihe buek door—when iny
brother having gone to the front door, and find
ing no one, soatehed up his gun, ran out the
Luck deor, and discovering (s he supposed) a
man sneaking rvound the house, leveled and
cocked his gun, and ealled out : “Speak or you
are o dead man.”” The poor German was so
much {vightened as (o prevent him fromw speak
ine but i word, which, fortunately, was in
German, od the voiee recognized by my broth-
er, who el baek speeehiess himsell from the
reaction prodneed by the discovery of how near
he was to killing the German.

It was af lost decided upon to remove from
the honse, as the family wore in constanl ex-
citement and dread 3 bl just betore this was
done, one o} the guard suspected the perpetea
tor, and determined to keep wateh independent
of the others. When they had gone into the
honse, he quictly remained, and soon heard the
dining oo window raised, and a stone thrown
against the door—he reached up and canght
the stretched ont arm of the Glost, which
proved Lo be the givl who had been hit so often,
and seared so badly by thestores thrown through
the dining room window!

The girl acknowledeed that the fears express-
ed by the ladies about being alone the night
my hrather was about going to the village,
caused her to try and alarm them by throwing
stones, and to kuock on the doors, which suc-
ceeded so well ag to induce her to try some
through the windows—she throwing one out
and dropping another on the floor—sometimes
with dishes in her hand, which were dropped
as if she was struck.

Ezpressing great alarm at being left alone,
the girl was permitted to be in the room with
the family, when not oceupied with her duties;
thus she had an opportunity of knowing who
were on guard, and when all were called in or
had left the premises. So she was careful not
{o attempt her trick while any were watching
outside.

But for the suspicion, and silent means taken
by the gentleman who discovered her, the fam-
ily would have left the house, and perhaps to
thig day it would have been shunned as baunt-
ed. These are facts of which I was a witness
—having becn on guard several nights, and re-
member the occurrence as distinctly as if’ but
last week ; and I believe that some such ageney
is produciog the Albemarle Ghost Story. W.

ITeNry WARD BEECHER AND GENERAL LEE.
—The speech of Henry Ward Beeclier, at
Cooper Institute on Monday night, in behalf of
Wasbington Coilege, Virginia, was a pro-
duetion remarkable ag much for its kindly
spirit as for 1is novelty, at a time when the
party of which the speuker is supposed to be a
shining light, i5 dealing in stupidity, malice
and all uncharitableness at Washington., The
first resolution introdueed by Mr. Beecher, for
example, rcads that *‘it is at once the duty
and the privilege of those who maintained the
unity of this nation by war to be foremost in
time of peace in all works of love which tend
to make the American people one in sentiment
as well as in government.”” How does that
harmonize with the action ol the Reconstrue-
tion Committee and Congress, whose ‘*works
of love’’ are so beautifuily demonstrated in the
Southern States through millitary rule and
negro supremacy!

But General Robert I, Lee is President of
Washington College; and how does Beecher
speak of him? IHe says :—*‘1 plead this canse
because General Lee is President of it. No
man more than I regretted his decision ; but
knowiog how human nature runs 1 cannot say
[ was surprised, though grieved. I do not
know that if I had been born and bred in the
South but what [ should have done the same
thing. But for Divine Providence e would
have stood in New York and been av the City
Hall dictating terms to the people of the North.
He failed.  But General Lee stands in New
York to-night, not with bis sword dictating
terms, tut as a scholar holding out the hand
ol peace and saying (o us, ‘Give me bread for
my scholars; give me hooks formy scholars !’
Arnd Beecher pleads earnestly that Lee should
have bread and books, not as 2 matter of charity,
bus in the form of justice, mingled a little,
perhaps, with sclfishness, or, as he calls it,
sell-preservation ; for he argues that by foster-
ing education in the Southern States we confer
a benefit upon the North. However, it is an
admission worth obtaining just at this moment
—when persccution, not unmixed with {olly,
l# 50 rampant—that the South is not an out-
cast and absolutely disinherited; that she is
still a part of the country, and has intevests in

common with us all. — N, 17 Herald.

In the British House of Commons yesierday,
Mr. Disraeli appeared for the first time since
the resignation of Lord Derby. He was re-
ceived with loud cheers from tae Government
and opposition benches.  Mr. Disracli, after
giving notices ol certain measures relating to
Scotland and Ireland, referred to the retive-
ment of Liord Derby, saying his colleagues were
loth to sever conncetion with such a leader.
No language could express his estimate of the
character and carcer of such a leader, and they
all most carnestly hoped for his restoration to
health and powar. He then procecded as
follows:

Her Majesty had been pleased to cifrust o
him the task of framing the Government.  He

could not deeline the gracious offer, accom-
panied as it was by the generons support of his
colleacues,  On domestic affairs the policy ol
Lerd Derby during the last two years of hiis
administration would be follewed, in foreizn
afFairs the poliey of Lord Stanley would be ad-
hered to.

pathy and regard for our own interests and
those of other nations. Suclia policy wouid
never lessen the influence or dignily of Iine-
land, based, as it was, upon esteewn and respect.
The demestic poliey of the Government would
be a liberal one, |eheers and langhter, | roeog-
nizing the national traits ss the best for secur
ing national institutions. e regreted the ne-
cessity ol continning the suspension of the writ
of habeas corpus in [reland, but as Lord Derby
had said on a public oeeasion, such astion was
the only safeguard against unscrupulous fore
ign confederation. Such suspension ol the
writ was not incompatible with a gentle exer-
cise of the law., He was of the opinion that
the grievances of Ireland shonld be treated
with a tender regard for that country. Aficr
a few more explanations, not of general import-
ance, Mr. Disracli resumed his seat awid op-
plause.
