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Minerals in Clarice County..We availedourselves of an opportunity that offered to

visit the Lead Mine upon the farm of Dr. 11. T.
Colston, and we confess that we knew nothing
of the mineral wealth of our county until we
had visited this mine. It is situated upon the
cast bank of the Shenandoah, six miles from
Berryville, and to the right of the McAdamizedroad' leading from Berryville to Castle-
man's Ferry.
Upon our arrival at the place, wc at once

proceeded to look tor ore, supposing like most
metals, we would have some difficulty in findinggood specimens. The first rock picked
up was ot a light greyish color, resembling in
appearance a hard clay, but very heavy. This,
Mr. Champ Shepherd, who kindly acted as our

guide, proposed we snouia oreaK. it was aone,
when the lead was exposed, forming, as it were,
a beautiful mosaic work, running in every directionthrough the rock,and showing conclusively
that the metal was there in large quantities.
In the face of the rock, fifty feet above the.
river, may be seen veins of the ore as large as
a man's arm. and exposed to the eye. This
rock runs up lrom the river from fifty to seventy-fiveleet, and at several different points tiro
ore has been exposed by merely scraping the
face of the rock. On the top an excavation of
about six feet has been made, from which the
ore has been taken in a largo quantity, and
which by analysis has been shown to contain
S3,30 of lead, 1.23 of copper and 22 gamines of
silver..Lower down barytese has been found
in equally large proportions, while upon the
same land fine beds of porcelain clay exist.
We next visited the iron beds on the farm

of Mr. C. Shepherd, and were shown some of
the finest specimens of magnetic iron it has
ever been our privilege to see.
These metals are certainly found in sufficient

quantities to justify working, and with tremendouswater power that can be controlled.for
there is the water of the river now made use of
for milliog purposes, by a dam running entirely
across, which was built sixty years ago, and ia
in perfect order. The river is navigable the year
round for fiat-boats, making it easy and accessibleto market.
We sincerely hope soon "to see the lead and

iron mines of Clarke in full blast, and our peopleonce more looking up..Clarice Journal.

Lime around Apple Trees..The CincinnatiEnquirer says:."We have known
some larmers make it a regular practice for a

cuccession of years to throw caustic lime
around their apple trees in the spring and
summer. We once noticed that a tree standing
in the immediate vicinity of our dwelling had
all at once put forth renewed with energy, and
we were at a loss for some time to define the
cause. On examination we found that a quantityof lime, which had accidentally been spilled,
and rendered worthless by becoming mixed
with the refuse on the stable floor, had been
thrown at the foot and around the tree, and to
this, as the principal cause, we immediately
accredited the Tevivescenee and renewed fructificationof the tree.
Taking the hint from the incident, we purchasedtwelve casks of lime, and applied half a

bushel to each of the trees in our orchard, and
found that it produced |immediate beneficial
effects. Not the health of the trees only, but
the quantity of the fruit also was greatly improved.This application will be especially
beneficial in soils where there is a redundancyof vegetable matter. We would advise
our farmers in some places, especially in new
forest lands recently cleared, and on low lands,
to make trial of this experiment and see whetherit is not desrving of the high recommen-
elation it secures."

Applying Plaster..A correspondent of the
Massachusetts Ploughman having asked to be
iaformcd of the most proper season of the
year for the application of plaster to pasture
lands for renovation ; also, the best method of
applying the same, and the quality of land to
which it is adapted.tho editor replied as

follows:
uWc think the early spring the best season,

say the latter part of March or early in April.
We would sow it broadcast at the rate of about
two hundred pounds to the acre. Hilly pastures,with a northern aspect and a moist,
mossy soil, arc most benefitted by its application.On granite soil or soils throughout the
gneiss formation, which usually contain more
or less potash, plaster works promptly andeffectively.But on locations where it has not

oecn tound to work so well, it snouiu oe appliedin connection with wood ashes.
"Where plaster has any perceptible effect at

*11, it brings on a luxuriant growth of white
clover and otherwise improves the grasses..
Many farmers apply it regularly once in two
years, and lind it the cheapest and best dressingthey can apply. It ought to be fresh
ground. The nark variety is thought to be the
strongest and best."

Animal Life..One of the striking facts
pertaining to animal life, and one which every
tiller ot the soil has noticed, whether as a gardener,an orchardist, or more general farmer,
is the great multiplicity of animal life seen in
°ue season and almost an extinction the next
year. The year 18G0 was remarkable for the
great number of red squirrels in Maine and
other New England States. They abound
everywhere. Every house had its squirrels,and every fence had them as occupants. This
year we have not seen one. Last year caterpillarscovered the apple trees with nests,
this year we have seen but a single nest. We
have not seen a cut worm the present year on
°ur corn or in our gardens. Thus by a wise
Provision of an all-ruling Providence, these
pests which, if allowed to increase from year to
year unchecked, would prove the destruction
?:AVery plaut, like the waves of the sea are
