New York Society.

(Correspondence of the Baltimore Gazette.]

New York life, it wust be confessed, has one
charm—that of variety. People may ruin
themselves down town, but at the same time,
people amuse themselves up town. One can
algays march to a fuaeral dirge, but, if -one
prefers, one can always dance the next moment
to a wedding tune. Vanderbilt may stagger,

Drew may bolt, a dozen small fry may be
koocked dowa and run over, Wall street may
be in sackeloth and ashes, but a few squares off
Broadway is full,Stewart’s i3 crowded, Delmon-
ico is reaping a harvest, operas and theatres
aro open, and in many a private saloon there is
a sonnd of revelry by pight.

It must, however, be confessed that amuse-
ment does not seem to be so amusing to New
Yorkers as it was formerly. Last year sixteen
hundred carriages were dropped in London, af-
ter the cotton panic. So said the carriage
license tax list. In New York the number
that has been diminished by the various panics
of the past year cannot so readily be ascertain-
ed. Itisquite evident, however, that carria-
ges are certainly fewer and that opera boxes
are not filled exactly by the same people. In
New York, high life has its seasons, and it
is casy to see that la haute volee of this year
ia not composed -of the same birds which glo-
ried in their pride ot place two years ago. It
is for this reason perhaps that there has really
been no continued opera at New York this win-
ter. The operatio troupes seem to have been
seized with nomadic fits and to be possessed
with an insane desire to travel anywhere where
a full house is to be found. Maretzck finds the
world that amusesitself in New York too small
a world for him and resorts to every variety of
pretext to enable him to shut up for a few
days and save cxpenses. 'To-day he is_prepar-
ing a new scene, to-morrow he is in difficulty
with the chorus which has struck, not however
for higher wages, as he announces, but simply
for the payment of what has been promised.
The number of people in New York boasting
fat incomes is undoubtedly large, but the num-
ber has as certainly been wofully diminished.
The French Theatre scarcely interferes with
the Opera, now that the Grand Duchess
has retired from the boards, and thc theatres
do not attract the musical world. Yet the
opera does not succeed, and the only way to ac-
count for this-want of success is that though
there is a large money spending world left
there was a larger moncy:- spending  world
which is not left. The New York nabobs have
had their fortunes seriously impaired and they
no longer scatter their greenbacks as profusely
as they did, simply because they have not got
them to seatter. The best proof of this is that
even sensations do not draw as largely as they
once did; and ‘when sensations do not draw
here, New York must be hard upindeed, The
two sensations of the day are the White Fawn’
and La Belle Helene. The White Fawn is
played at Niblo’s. It was gotten up to replace
the Black Crook, which it is very like, only a
little more so. The scenery is magnificent,
the transformations are gorgeous and the cos-
tumes are stunning—~what there is of them.
Yet all this no longer fills the benches. La
Belle Helene is played at the French Theatre.
