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‘' Tge CHORCH IN IRELAND.—A writer thus
sketohes the Eoglish Church Establishment in
Ireland, which is now about to yield to legisla-
‘tion: " - ‘

“The Hierarchy of the Irish Church consists
~g¢ present of two Archbishops—the Archbish-
~op of ‘Armagh and the Archbishop ot Dublin
. —and ten -Bishops. The  beneficed clergy are

about 1400, exclusive of deans, prebendaries,
and otber ecclesiastical digoitaries. The num-

‘ber of parisbes in Ireland is: about 2400, most
of which have their parish churches; but in
some of these parishes there is often not a
‘séore of Protestants, while the Roman Catho-
‘lies'in them are counted by hundreds or thou-
sinds. - Every parish in Ireland is provided
with a clereyman, but as the number of cler-

'men is not equal to the number of parishes,
in numerous instances, one clergyman has
the spiritual care of two or three parishes. lo
certain parishes- where Divine service is regu-
larly performed in the places of worship belong-
ing' to the Establishment, the congregation

‘might be counted upon _the fingers, and there
are cases in which besides the clergyman and
the clerk, no worshippers present themselves
when the edifices arc opened for the perform-
anee of the service. Meanwhile, in these same
places the Catholic churches are crowded with
worshippers. The incomes of the parochial
clergy arise partly from tithe rent charges,
with glebe lands and house and partly from a
house. tax o2 hounses in cities and towns, the

.proceeds.of which is known as Minister mon-
ey. The total annual revenue of the Hstab-

lished Church in Ireland is about £600,000, of

‘which £400,000 is tithe reot charge. Original-

Iy the direct payment of tithes was universally
enforced; then a law was enacted providing for
composition tor tithes; but this plan was at-
tended with so much difficulty in the collection
of payment, and gave rise to such serious dis-
disturbavees, the enforcement frequently pro-
voking outrage and bloodshed, that _thirty
'i)t_am ago an act wa3 passed by the British

Parliament abolishing composition for tithes,

-and substituting, in their stead a fixed pay-

‘ment ot three fourths of their amount, to be
paid by the landlords or others having a per-
petual interest in the land.
