Pre HoMESTEAD “ExpyprioN.”-=The Vir-
ginia General Assembly, on the 20th of April,
1867, passed a homestead: law, from which wa
extract the first section, as follows: )

“Be it cnacted by the General Assembly,

/That every householder, or head of, a family

shall be entitled to hold exempt ‘from levy,

‘geizure or sale, under uny order, execution,
_judgment, decree or other process rendered or

1ssued hy any court, judge or justice of the
peace, a homestead pot exceeding ONE IUN-
DRED AND SIXTY ACRES OF LAND, including the
buildings thereon, and not exceedmg the vaiue
of twelve lmndred dollars,”

This is the law which is similar in its ‘provi:
sions to those of the Northera and some of the
Southern States, and which i1s regarded as con-

stltutmnal and bledmv The late “‘Conven-
tion'’ have abrogated this law and sabstituted
another in its stead whose provisions: are so
clearly unconstitutional that even the best Rad-
ical Iewye. in that. body did not hesnete to de-
nounece 1t as ‘‘a spare and delusion.’
