The wheat s very
much better than it was last year; the red
wheat is much better than the white, but even
that is ereatly superior to last year's product.
The straw is very heavy. Corn is in good tilth
and in a growing condition.

Kyerybody in the laboring classes seems to
have plenty to do, and to be eotirely willing to
work. _

No quarrelling or fighting, sowe dram drink-
ing, but the Sous of Temperance among the
whites, und the Temperance aod the colored
brethrens’ aid Societies amnong the negroes,
have exerted a beneficial influence upon our
people.

Small bouses are in great demand bere, as
the people seem more inclined to village life,
probubly -because while the father is out at
work, his wife and little ones can have society
and the means of improvement.

There is no reason why any child in the town
should fail to attend school, as there are free
schools for both colors. I have hecard the
opinion cxpressed that more than twenty mod-
erate houses could find oceupants, and I am 1n-
clined to believe it, as a gentleman who built
two small cabins last year, has refused seven
applicants for one of them.
