 Difficulty at Mazatian

San Francisco, July 2.--Mazatlan advices
to June 22 report a serious difficulty between
Commander Bridgos,of the English war steam-
et Chanticlear and the Mexican authorities,—
The Chanticlear was off Altala in a dangerous
position, and fired sigoal guns for assis aoce.
A pilot went off and released the ship from
danger. The captain refused to pay for the
gervices rendercd, and went to Mazatlan. The
collector of the port of Mazatlan notificd one
of the officers that the Chanticlear was convey-
ing specic abroad, ia order to avoid paying ex-
port duty, and had him arrested and scarched,
when gold was found on his person.

The captain of the Chaanticlear,learning what
was going on, went ashore, and ina state of
great excitement declared his vessel and him-
self insulted by the search of one of his subor-
dinates. Words followed, which ended in the
collector ordering the Captain to be searchied
upon the improssion that he aleo was implica-
ted in smugglivg. The captain immediately
weot on board of his ship and notified the in-
habitants of Muazatlan that he was about to
bombard the city for the insult offered to the
English flsg. Numerousnotes passed between
Commander Bridges, General Corrona and the
civil -authorities, the Aweriean Consul acting
as mediator. ) ; -

Ultimately Commander Bridges modified his
proclamation so as to place the port of Muzat-
lan under blockade, so far as Mexican vossels
wero concerned; not, however, interfering with
Amecrican or other foreign vessels, until he gan
receive orders from the Admiral commanding
his station. The action of Gen. Corrona and
the Mexican authoritics, generally, is approved
by foreign residents,  The U. S. war steamor
Suawanee left Acapuleo for Mazatlan to pro-
teet the American interest there. 7

_SaN Francisoo, July 2.—Mexican advices
give additional ‘accounts in regard to the Ma-
zatlan difficulty. Commander Bridges first de-
manded that the officer who scarched his. sub-
ordinate, aad seized the money, should be sent
on board of the Chanticlear to bo dealt with as
he saw fit. Corrona replicd that sooner than
submit to such an outrage he would allow the
city to be bombarded, telling the commander in
indignant terms that it he had reclaimation (o
make he should mske it iua manner customary
among civilized nations, and through the proper
channel. '

of Boston, of the Norwich Line, from New
York, was run into last night by the stcamer

1 Stato of New York, of the Harttord Line, off

the mouth of the Connecticut River, produeing
serious damage to the first named boat, and in-
juring quite a number of passengers, and, it is
feared, involving the loss of threelives.

The City of Boston was struck midships,
carrying away her wheelhouse and upper works
in the vieinity of the wheelhouse, and demol-
ishing five staterooms. A dense fog provailed
at the time, and eseape from great loss of lile
was quite providential, as both hoats were
crowded with passengers.

The City of Boston was relieved by the
steamer City of New London, which remained
by the disabled boat until half-past two oclock
this worning, taking off the passengers and
baggage.
