A Picture of *Impeachment.””

SeNATOR FESSENDEY, ina letter to s com-
mittee of Boston Merchants who had invited
him to a public disner; gives the following pic-
tare-of the recent'Impeachment’” doings—and
what a picture it is—to be drawn, too, by the
hand of ane of the ablest men belonging to the
Radical party ! : T

“*Reocourse was accordingly had to the most.
powerful engicery of party. The air was filled
with lying rumors, which found their way to.
thepublic ear through the appropriate chaonels.
Denunciation, vituperation, ' calumay, ‘threats
of personal violence and of life-long infamy
were profusely hurled at all who might dare to
disobey the public sentiment. The most dire-
f1l consegquences were predicted in case im-
peachment should fail. Union men, white and-
colored,’ were to” be murdered or ‘driven from
their ‘homes, and all the horrors'of another
revolution, bloodier than the first, were to- be
let loose upon our devoted land. :

It is not to be wondered at that appliances
like these should hare excited the public mind
almost to frenzy. The men “who resorted to
ther were acoustomed to the use of such wea-
poos, aod knew well how to wield them.  Un-
scrupulous, familiar with detraction; ‘believers
neitherin public nor private virtue, or if be-
lievers considering both as out of place in poli-
ties they could not resist such an’ opportunity,
or fait to improve the occasion. -

“The excitement. elsewhere, however, was
trifling when: compared with that which. pre-
vailed at the capital.- Hers a change of ad-
ministration had long been contemplated, and
was" now counted on as a certainty. That
looked-for ‘change had its usual attendants.
The coming in of & new President could hard-
ly bave ‘warmed into life a more numerous
brood of expectants, or stimunlated more exten-
sive hopes of honors ‘and ‘profi-s.. The ecity
wan filled with them ready to jump into places
to be made vacant; as they hoped and believed
for their benefit. Gamblers thronged the sa-
loons, stakiog more thao they were able to pay
upon conviction or acquittal. As these hopes
ruse or fell with the rumors of the hour, as im-
peachment stock went up or down upon the
political exchange among the crowd of bungry
expectants, so for the time, rose and fell the
character ‘and reputation: of those Senators
upon 'whose votes the result was supposed to
depend ; while the telegraph was at hand to
carTy OVer its wires, to the homes and friends
of those Senators, every calumny which disap-
pointed ambititon could imagine, or cupidity
and maligoity could invent; while a  por-
tion of the press, claiming for itself a character
for decency, and even for Christian virtue stood
ready to endorse and circulate the lie.”’

EXCURSION ON THE STEAMER COLUMBIA.—
The Washiogton Star says: Quite a large
number of our well known citizens, with their

families, proceeded to Beltimore on Saturday
by rail, and engaged passage on the steamer
Columbia, which leit Baltimore .nat day at
four o’clock p. m. for Washington. The trip
down Chesapeake bay Saturday: night was a
delightful one, the oraciog air from the salt
water-being extremely cool and pleasant.

The steamer reached Poiat ]Baokofut about
widnight, where she received more passengers
and freight and discharged a portion of her
cargo. She then ran across the mouth of the
Potomac to the Virginia side, and made several
landings in the Yeocomico river, and returned
to the Maryland side ot the Potomac, reaching
Piney Point about half-past four o’clock yes-
terday morning, where there are a number of
Washingtoniaos stopping. After receiving and
discharging treight she started up the Potomac,
making all the landings for passengers and
freight, and reached her wharf at Washington
about six o’clook Sunday evening.

The Columbia, which has been running for
many years past, is now comlortably fitted up
with a large number of state-rooms, and with
a few additional improvements can be made a
ﬁnelpaslsenger steamer. :

NoRTH _QAROLINA.—Governor Wortk, the
