AMENDMENT TO THE CONSTITUTION.
Resolved by the Senate and House of Repr

preventatives of the United States of America
in Congress assembled, (two-thirds of both
Houses concurring.) That the following articlebe proposed to the Legislatures of the
several States as an amendment to the Com
stitution of the United States, which, when
ratilied by three-fourths of said Legislatures,
shall be valid as part of the Constitution,
namely :

Section 1. All persons horn or naturalized
in the United States, and subject to the jurisdictionthereof, are citizens of the United
States and of the State wherein they reside..
No State shall make or enforce aDy law
which shall abridge the privileges or immunitiesof citizens of the United States; nor

shall any State deprive any person of life,
liberty, or property, without duo process of
law nor deny to any person within its jurisdictionthe equal protection of the laws.

Sec. 2. Representatives shall be apportionedamong the several States according
to their respective numbers counting the
whole number of persons in each State, excludingIndians not taxed. But when the
right to vote at any election tor the choice
of electors for President and Vice President
of the United States, representatives in Congress,the executive and judicial officers of
a State, or the members of the legislature
thereof, is denied to any of the male inhabitantsof such State, being twenty one years

in any way abridged except for participation
in rebellion or other crime, the basis of representationtherein shall be reduced in the
proportion which the number of male citizensshall bear to the whole number of male
citizens twenty one years of age in such
State.

Sec. 3. No person shall be a Senator or

representative in Congress, or elector of
President and Vice President, or hold any
office, civil or military, under the United
States, or under any State, who, having previouslytaken an oath, as a member ot Congress,or as an officer of the United States,
or as a member of any State legislature, or

a3 an executive or judicial officer of any
State, to support the Constitution of the
United States, shall have engaged in insurrection

_

or rebellion against the
#
same, or

given aid or comfort to the enemies thereof.
But Congress may by a vote of two-thirds of
each house, remove such disability.

Sec. 4. The validity of the public debt of
the United States, authorized by law includingdebts incurred for payment of pensions
and bounties for services in suppressing insurrectionor rebellion, shall not be questioned.But neither the United States nor

any State shall assume any debt or obligationincurred ia aid of insurrection or rebellionagainst the United States, or any claim
for the loss or emancipation of aDy slaves;
but all such debts, obligations and claims shall
be held illegal and void.

Sec. 5. The Congress shall have power to
enforce by appropriate legislation the provisionsof this article.

A Fearful Story of Murder and Revenge..A shocking story of brutal murder
and swift, lawless punishment among a party
of miners travelling on foot over the Rocky
mountains to the Sweet-water mines, is reportedin one of our western exchanges. Iiess, a

Frenchman, and Armstrong, a Nova Scotian,
had quarrelled, but apparently became reconciled,when Armstrong reopened the disagreement,and threatened Hess for taking some o;f
his tobacco. During that day the party entereda dangerous and difficult canon, through
which they wound along a narrow ledge of
rocks several hundred feet above the bed of the
stream which ran along at the foot of the fearfulprecipice.
At the point of the greatest danger, where

the party had to travel in single fiie, and several3'ards apart, Armstrong watched his opportunityto dodge behind a ledge of roek unobserved,and thus fall behind the others. Hess
was the first man in the file. As he drew near
the place where Armstrong was secreted, the
latter stepped forth and followed his companionswithout seeming to notice him. Presently
he knelt down as if to tic his shoe, and Hess,
unable to pass, stopped within a few feet of
him. The next moment, turning about to pick
up his bundle, which had .been thrown aside
upon the ground, by a sudden change of movementbe seized the unsuspecting Frenchman
and huiled him over the edge of ihc terrible
abyss.
Some twenty or thirty feet down from the

face of the precipice the wretched man lodged
in the branches of a scraggy hemlock tree
which grew out of a crevice in the rocky wall,
and might from thence have been rescued if assistancehad been nigh. But there was none.
How the murderer could summon the hardihoodto stoop down and watch the fall of his
victim from the dizzy height we cannot ima.- i * i* /r

gme. Yet Armstrong did loot down tne cnn,
perhaps to assure himself that his murderous
work was well done, and saw poor Hess still
desperately maintaining his hold upon life, insteadof lying a shapeless mass at the bottom
of the canon. The fiendish spirit manifested
itself still further. He got fragments of rock
and cast them down upon the poor man until
bis lifeless body toppled over the yawning abyssbelow j then Armstrong arose and pursued his
journey,
The whole act was seen from a distance byanother of the party, who was apart hunti ng

for game *, and after they had got into camp
at night he told the story, when Armstrong
was seized and charged with the murder, and
he did not deny it. A part of the company
were iu favor of taking him with them through
to the settlements, to be tried by the civil authorities,but the majority were determined to
allow the murderer, no chance for escape, and
so about an hour before midnight Armstrong
was conducted to the top of a cliff which roselike a wall to the height of 180 or 200 feet,half a mile in rear of the camp. Havingbound his hands and feet, they cast him overinto tho black abyss, out of which no cry returned,
