-Boys oUT AFTER NIGHTFALL.—A writer 10

the Fireside Companion moralizes as follows
upon the above topic:

I have long been an observer, as ITama
syrapathizing lover, of boys. I like to see them
happy, cheerful and gleesome. I am not will-
ing that they should be cheated out of their
righttul heritage of youth—indeed, [ can hardly
understand how a high-toned, useful man can
be the ripened fruit of a boy who has not en-
joyed a fair share of the glad privileges due to
youth. Butwhile I wateh with a very jealous
eye all rights and customs which entrench up-
on the proper rights of boys, I am equally ap-
prehensive lest parents, who are not fore-
thoughttul, and have not habituated them-
selves to close observation upon this subject,
permit their sons indulgences which are almost
certain to result in their demoralization, if not
ia their total ruin; and among the habits which
I tave observed as tendiog most surely to ruin,
I know of none more prominent than that of
parents permitting their sons to be in the
streets after nighttall. It is ruinous to their
morals iz almost all instances. They acquire,
under cover of the night, an unhealthful and

excited state of mind, bad language and prac-
tices, criminal sentiments, alawless and riotous
bearing ; indeed, it is in the street, after night-
fall, that boys principally acquire the educa-
tion for the bad capacity of becoming dissolute,
criminal men.

Parents should adopt 2 most rigid, inflexi-
ble rule,that will never permit a son,under any
circumstances whatever, to go into the street
after nightfall, with a view of engaging in out-
of-door sports, or of meeting other boys for
social or chance occupation. A rigid rule of
this kind, iovariably adhered to, will soon
deaden the desire for such dangerous practices.

Education begins with life. Before we are
aware, the foundations of character are laid,
and no subsequent instruction can remove or

alter them.
