AGUE—CHILLS AND FEVER.—As the scason
for this distressing malady approaches,its sym-
toms are looked for with anxiety by its vietims.
How they yawn and stretch and shake and
burp, are familiar matters to all on whom its
dread hand has been laid! Few afflictions so
effectually take for the time the spirits out of
one, and no malady,so insignificant in itself, so
utterly enervates and depresses its subjects, and
perhaps none appears more trivial aod ridicu-
lous to the beholder,

Miasm is said to originate ague, in what way
precisely is not very clear. How to avoid its
effects is all that is necessary for the unproles-
sional reader to know, and possibly this is
about all that any one knows, Miasm is stat-
ed to be a subtle emanation from deeaying
vegetation, and is distinet from malaria, which
issimply “‘bad air.”"  'I'be heat of the Autumn
sun volatilizes it, causing it tu ascend to the
region of the clouds, the cool of the worning
and evening precipitating it again to the earth,
or so near it as to be within breathing distance.
A greater degree of cold renders it partislly or
At morning and evening
twilight, therefore it, is most active, and it is
most readily absorbed into the system by inhal-
ing it while the stomach i3 empty.

A few rules for the avoidance of ague may
be deduced from the above: 1st. Do not go
out into the open uir before breakfast. 2d.
Keep out of the night air as much as possible.
3d. Sleep with (he windows of the bed cham-
ber closed, no matter how eool and inviting the
night air may be. These rules well observed
will keep off chills. Those who cannot, from
any cause, observe them, can have ague and
take quinine. 1f objection is made that indi-
viduals arc known who violate all these rules
and escape ague, it is only necessary to say
that, there are some persons who will not take
anything,who pass unharmed amongst cases of
small-pox, yellow fever,and other violently con-
tagious diseases.

Thick foliage, it scems,interceps and absorbs
miasm, as will, also, it is said, swiftly ruuniag
streams. It has been observed that residences
in aguish localities, surrounded thickly by trees,
were exempt until the trees were cul away,
when the resideats were attacked as their un-
protected neighbors were previously. A cheer-
ful fire burning on the hearth, weroing wnd
evening. will tend to dissipate miasm. A prom-
inent medic2] gentleman, formerly a vesident
of New Orleans, states that he kept off yellow
fever hy this simple means whea it was razing
in that city, though hourly exposed to it.
