Tie Toyne oF WILLIAM Rurus.—The tomb
of William Rufus, in Winchester Cathedral,
Bogland, was opened a fortnight ago. - The
I.ondon Telegraph says:

“Prom their first hasty grave Wiliam's re
mains were, at some time unknown, removed
to a sarcophagus near the altar.” This sarco-
phagus occupics  an’ inconvenient situation;
and the dean~ and chapter were desirous, il
they found that the . sarcophagus coatained no
human relics, to remove it to another gite.—
The doubt whether it held the dust of Rutus
dated from the disturbance of the Cathedral
tombs by the Parliamentary soldiers, who used
the bones of the dead to break the painted
windows. At the restoration the remaios thus
violated were collected into six chests, ranged
on either side of the altar; and onc of these
actoally bore an inseription to the effect that
William’s remains were there contained.
the sarcophagus had been sacked in 1642, and
the frail contents mingled with the ashes of an
inferior yet illustrious crowd in the six mortua-
ry chests, there seemed no reason why the ob-
stacle should not be removed from the choir;
and this was what the cathedral authorities
designed. But the sarcophagus was not empty;
it disclosed to the sight of the exploring sur-
geons a nearly perfect skeleton, presenting evi-
dences of a previous removal, the remnants of
some insignia of authority, and, as one ac-
count states, even the remaios of the fatal ar-
row. The skeleton is ‘fully beiieved’ to be
that of William Kufus: and the relies, after
accurate memoranda had been made, were rev-
erently restored to the sarcophagus, whence
they are vot likely to be removed.””
