Tae VireINIA BirL.- The Seuate, yester
day, took up the Virginia bill, and several
hours were cecupied in what way be called u
personal quarrel between Mr Trumbull snd
Mr. Sumner. Afterwards, the Senate cuiue
down to the pending guestion, wud the amend
ments of Mr. Drake were adopted, providing
that the Counstitution of Virginia shall never
be altered 8o as to deprive those now entitled
tothe franchise of the right 10 vote,egeeptasa
punishment for crime, or to deprive suy one
of the right to hold office who i- now entitled
to it by the Constitution of the U. 8 "The bill
was then passed—yens 43, nays 10, Mr. Suw-
per declined to vote. The bill will now be re
quired to be returned to the House for its con-
curreoce in or tejection of the amendwmeunts vl
the Senate. There was a very large attend-
ance in the Senate Chamberduring the debate
and a great interest wanifested.

The vote upou the varions ameudments ol
Messrs. Drake sud Wilson, and the final vote
upon the passage of the billy were taken in
almost breathless silence, broken ouly as the
result upon each was announced by the Viee
President. The immense andienee held ont
until the Sanate adjournad.

A letter from Washington, in the Baltiwore
American says: -"'Gen. Batler stated this
evening that he had never asserted that he
would oppose the admissivn of Virginia, or that
he would try to defeat the bill when it goes
from the Senate to the House. He hadin
formed the Virginians who called on him that
he was in favor of proper conditivns, aud they
all seemed satisfied that suoh ecouditions should
be imposed.

C. Tardy
and D. J. Sannders as trustees and reecivers,
The motion was made by counsel o Mari-on
& Ouks and Parker Camulell & Co., to lile a
petition, in the nature of a bill of review, call-
ing for a full diselosure and sceount ol their
transactions, by the trustees and recrivers, The
plaintiffs in thiz bill of review wre eitizens of
Charleston, Kanaws county, MWest Va, (eani-
tal of the State,) and ther elim is founded
wpon notes of  the Bavk ol Virginia o the
amount ol $i8,900.

This cuse is exeeedingly intercsting, capecially
to the large nuwber ol persous whe are ¢on-
cerned inthe distribuation ol the wssets ol the
late Bunk of Virginia

Under the statute of che Leei-laonre of Vie-
ginizin PFebrusry 1806, roquiring  the State
banks to eo into hynidation of their indebied=
ness the Bank of Virginia conveyed to Messrs,
Samuel O Tardy and David WL Szanders, as
trustees, all of the property of the bank for
that purpose.

Ths parties to this proceeding appearad  be
fore themaster for the purpose ol investiga-
ting these acconnts, amd the reczivers each 1o
turn were asked to besworn, in order that they
might be examined as to their travsactions pur
suant to the deeree under which the c¢xaminn
tion was sought to b2 had,  Fazeh in turn relus
ed to be sworn. and therelore to testity, under
instruetions of their counsel, who objeeted to
the mode of preczeding. The reecivers were
then proceeded against lor contempt, but an
order from Judge Underwood tewporarily
suspendad procecdiog undet the deeree until
the preliminary questions could be determined.
Sinea that time no proecedings have been had
under that decree, and 1t is rumored that rthe
watter has been settled out of eourt.

The case is now depending before Commis
sioner Chalioon for thelpurpose of' examining
the accounts of the receivers that have been
rendered to and reported upon by the master in
chancery for the U. 5. court.
