4. At that meal, if vn any dsy permission
should be granted for cating flesh, both flesh
and fish are not 1o be used ut the saue time,
+ven by way ol seasoning.

5. A small refreshment cozimonly called col-
lation is allowed in th: gvenine; no ecneral
rule as to the onuuiity of food permitied at
this time i3 7, can be made. But ‘be practice
uf” the ™03t regular Chriatian i3 aever to let it
¥%ued the fourth port of an ovdinary meal.

6. The quality of food allowed at a collation
is, in this diocese, bread, butter, cheese, all
kiods of fruits, salads, vegetables, and fish.
Milk and eggs are prolibited. }

7. General usage has made it lawful to driok
ia the morping some warm liquid ; as tea.coffec
or thin chocolate, made with water.

8. Necessity and cuetdm have authorized
the use of hogs' lard instead of butter in pre-
paving fish, vegetables, etc.

9. The following persons are exempted from
the obligations of fasting: Yousg persons
under twenty-one years of age, the sick, nurs
ing women, those who_are obliged to do hard
labor, all who, through weakness, cannot fast
without great prejudice to‘their health.

10. By dispensation, the use of flesh meat
will be allowed at any time on Sundays and
once a day on Monday, Tuesdays, Thursdays,
and Saturdays, with the exception of Holy
Eursdny and the second and last Saturday of

«11. Persons dispensed from the obligation
of fasting on sccount of tender or advanced age
or hard labor are not bound by the restriction
of using meat only atonc meal on days on
which its use is granteds by dispensation.
QOthers dispensed from the fast for other eauses,
as well as those who are obliged to fast, sre
permitted to use meat only at one meal.

AN ARRE:. -A few daysago at Wor
cester, Mass., Jolin . Deanis attempted to
commit suicide by shooting himsell. He failed
in his desigu, however, being only slightly in-
jured. and an uttempt was made to hush up
the affair.  But the would-be snieide has won
a notoriety which he evidently little anticipat-
ed. Itisknown that in Fogiand it is acd of-
{ence at common law for a person to attempt to
comit suicide, and iestances have oceurred
where the parties have been held for such of-
fence. -lnthe early colonial times the common
law of Fngland was adapted to Massachusetts,
but it isstated thiere never has been an instance
in this country where it has been aupplied in
cises of attempted suicide. Last week how-
ever. Dennois was arraigoed before Justice
Williams on the charge of attempting to com-
mit suicide. The defendant pleaded guilty,
but the Municipal Court having no jarisdiction
of the offence, he was ordered to give recog
nizance, with securities in $500, for his ap-
pearance at the May term of the Superior

Court. _ )

LL‘nm-nspondnnee"0! the Alexandria Guzsite.]
We left off oar journey round Loudoun us
the North side ot District No. %, just as we
were about to go to the headwuaters of the north

fork of Beaverdam. the northwest fork of
Goose Creek, which ficd their way into the
Potomue on the castside of the (Cotocton moun
tain, and to the south fork of Cotocton ereck,
which cmptiesinto the Potomac near the Poiot
of Racks, and on the west sido of the same
range at least twelve miles shove the mouth ol
(oose.Creek. A portion ol this conntry is very
hilly, and some of the goraes through which

the streams flow would seem wild.

The land, however, is veryfine grazing tand,
and though some of it is hard to work on ac
count o! the sutface stone, yet when tilled it
produces most abundantly of wheat, corn, oats
and rye. Limeslone is found and used for build-
ing, plastering, &e., and for farming purposes.

The principal mills sre Taylor’s and Chain-
blin's, there were more, fbut (Gen.. Sheridan
mads them scarce. ()

Round Hill and Black Osk Hill are detach.
¢d high grounds some miles from the Blue
Ridge, and **Scotland” lies north of the Lees
bure and Snickers’ Gap Tarnpike.

The principal villagea are Snickersville, 10
miles from Loesburg, and Parcellville, abount 9
miles, and they are respectively ten and three
miles from Hamilton Station on the A, L. &

. . '

The Lecsburg and Saickers’ Uap Turnpike
is graded and macadamized for ten wiles from
licesburg, and ooly graded for the last six
miles of the route. Lt were much to be desired
that the small sum necessary to com plete this
portion of the road and to repair the other,
should be raised in some way.

The Snickers’ Gap Taropike leads off in the
direction of Aldie and used to be the rcute
over which all the grain snd flour from  this
fine region, was carricd to Alexandria, which is
distant about fifty-five miles from the estreme
western end of the county ol Loudoun. Now,it
all goes to Hamilton.

The view Irom Svickers' Gap embraces all
of the eastern part of lLoudoun, except that
which is shut out by the Cotooton range, and
overlooks it and pierces far into Tairfax, and
southward into Faugaier. The south fork of

‘otocton separates it from Distriet No. 5.

Preceeding along the {oot of the Blue Ridec
you reach the Potomae at the junetion with
the Shenandoah, passing Keyes' Gap through
which ope line of the railroad was located be-
fore the war, but there has been some talk
about changing it ta Snickers'Gap some fiveor
six wiles to the South.

Somewhere near the railroad line there is
said to be a famous ‘‘sweet spring,”’ which will
some day come into play should this loca tion be
adopted.

There is an abundance ot tine iron ore not
far from Hillsborough and limestone near
enough to flux it, while rumors ¢l copper ore,
fire clay, and other minerals are flyiny about

the country. .
Returning by way of the Hillsborough and

Harper's Ferry Turppike, now abandoned to
the county (and I may add by the county) you
reach Hilisborough passing through a region
blessed ot all Whig candidates, ‘‘between_the
Hills;”' that is between the Short Hill and the
Blue Ridge. 7The Short Hill is a range paral
lel to the Blue Ridge (and about three or four
miles fromn summit to summit) which has a
very decided gap at Hillsborough through which
flows the north fork of Cotocton creek. This
hill then rises nearly as high to the south of
Hillsborough as it was on the north of the vil-
lege and ends abruptly about two wiles to the
South of the town.

The north and south forks of Cotocton and
their numerous tributaries, water this region,
and Pincy Run flows “‘between the hilly"™ to
the Potomac.

There are numerous mills the most noted are
Janney’sat Hillshorough, Smith’s (Vanvaters)
below it, Purcell's on South fork, and W heat-
land on the road to Leesburg., Henry Gaover
hus a good wonlen factory at Hilisborough.

Newsville and Hillstorough and  Wheatland
are the postoffices, Hillsborough bas a fine
cchool. Morrisonville is on the edge of Distriet
No. 6 The spurs ol the Blue Ridgr und the
slopes ol Shore Hill are very weil wdaptad o
the ealiure of the grape.
