The Vendetta in Louisiana.-The fact has
been stated by telegraph that on the 14th inst.
General .St. .John Liddell, of Oatanoula parish,
Louisiana, was shot aud killed while at dinner
uii aiueaiuboat, at Jones's Landing, Black river,l»y Colonel Charles Jones and his two
sons, Culhbert and Wiliiam, of the same parish.General Liddell was on his way from his
plantation near Trinity to visit his daughter at
West Baton Kougc. This, says the New OrleansTimes, is the last and crowning tragedy
in a feud of over iweuty years' existence,which
has been marked throughout with all the characteristicsof a Corsican vendetta. Originating
between two friends, one of whom has just fallenby the other's hand, and growing out of
ome light remarks affecting, or througkt to

affect, the reputation of a lady, quarrels aod
confliots innumerable haw? ensued, in which
several lives have been ?ac?Hieed, General Liddellwas a well known and highly respected citizenof Louisiana. Hc'was educated at West
Point in the same class twith General Robert
R Lee, but resigned from the army to devote
himself to the more peaceful life of a Southern
planter. Upon the breaking out of the war he,
however, again drew his sword, and mado an

viable record on the field, lie was principally
distinguished for the protracted, desperate and
heroic defence of Spanish Fort«during tho attackmade upon Mobile. General Liddell was

in his fifty-eight year, aud leaves behind him
several children, as well as a large oirole of relationsand friends, to mourn his loss.

The Peabody Education Fund..Dr.
Sears, the general agent of this fund, reports

A pistol shot through the head of the murdererkilled him. The body was taken out of
doors and hung by the neck to a tree.
