.though but very little ol the philosophy of
politics, tho principles which should control
mens* judgments aud regulate their action in

publio affairs, is ever heard discussed. The
questiou is, too olten, with our people, will
this measure be temporarily expedient, will the
other suit our purposes to day, will such a

oourso work out such a scheme for tho present,
&<>., &o.f instead of, is this right or wrong, is
the other just or unjust, will the measure proposedbe for tho permanent interest ol the
oountry for the future; and is it constitutional?
The effect of all this is seen, every day, iu the
deterioration of statesmanship and the downwardtendency of legislation. This is called a

"progressive age".but the progress is as often
downward as "on." Everybody who does n<u

adopt "temporarily or expedient policy" is
said in the language of the policy poli
tioians, not "to accept the situatiou." Wc
are not of this peculiar "policy" school.but
we "accept the situation," submit to the situation,

and,what is more and better endeavor, to

submit with the best grace possible and to

make the best of it we can.though a very bad
situation it is!
