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When the fatal collision took place between
the Bombay and the Oneida, the sick on board
the Oneida were bronght on deck ; guns were
fired until the vessel lurched so heavily, pre
paratory to her final plunge, that the gun and
carrisge slipped and went down the hatchway,
carrying Eosign Adams with it, and crushiog
himSto death ; officers remained at their posts;
the commander would not desert the ship from
which he had vo means of rescuing officers or
crew ; and thus, in order and honor, with dis-
cipline and selt control maintained to the end,
the unfortunate vessel settled beneath the wa-
ters.

Gov. Holden, of North Caroiina, has just
forwarded to Washington a resquisition, made in
due form, on the President for troops to be
used in one of the counties of that State, which
be, by formal proclamation, has declared tobe
in a state of insurrcetion.
