Mr. Robert B. Roosevelt, delivered a most

interesting Lecture on Pish Culture, a few
days since, before the Maryland Legislature
and a large number ol citizens.

RI. Roosevelt said that the establishment of
Mr. Seth Greene, of Rochester, New York,
produced ten thousand trout per day, and the
clear profits were ten thousand dollars a yearmorethan twice the sum paid by the State of
Maryland to her Governor.

pickerel, which, ou account of its blood-thirsty
ferocity, is called the "tiger" of the waters,
lo addition to his capacity to take care of him
self, the bass has a habit peculiar to himself,
among all other fish, of watching his nest.
When the eggs have been deposited by the
female, the male stays about the spot, drives
off and sometimes cuts up intruders, bravely
guards the eggs until they are hatched, and
possibly takes care of the young until they are

able to take care of themselves. This excellent
habit of conjugal and parental fidelity is greatlyto hi? own credit, and our profit.

Mr. Roosevelt expressed some doubt* as to
the practicability of the artificial production
of trout for the purpose ofstocking the streams.
Their profitable production must be the work
of individual enterprise.
About the practicability of stocking the

Maryland rivers with shad the speaker was

quite enthusiastic. He related the experience
of Mr. Greene in discovering tho method of
propagating shad. That gentleman naturally
supposed that the same conditions favorable to

the trout would be favorable to the shad. The
manner of manipulating the male and female
shad is the same. Mr. Greene took the impregnatedeggs and put theui in troughs similarto those used in the production of trout, but
the eggs being light, were all washed away.
Ho then tried many experiments with boxes in
the river, but for many days met with no sue

cess. The fishermen, who supposed him to be
an eccentric gentleman, possibly partially de
mented, took much delight in emptying his
boxes, by night, thus destroying the labors and
expectations of many hours of study and toil.
Mr. GreeDe was obliged to arm himself and lie
in the bushes on shore during the night to

guard his precious boxes. There were still no

satisfactory results, lie, however, had learned
enough to know that the current had something
to do with hatching the eggs. He made boxes
with sieve bottoms, which brought him inuny

paoes nearer the goal of his hopes. One day
be took one of these boxes containing the impregnatedeggs of the shad and waded out intc
the current with it. He turned tho box on

its edge, and when the water began to run

into it through the sieve bottom, he noticed

were saved. Next morning a friend visited
Mr. Greene and found him very despondent.
He did not even care to go and look at the
box. Tho friend saw that one thing must be
done, and that he did.prescribe a glass ol
brandy and water. This .sufficiently revived Mr
Greene's spirits to induce hiru to examine th<
box. A bottle of water irom it was brought
cu shore, and when the patient ami courage
ous philosopher and his friend held the bottl
up to the light, to their infinite joy they foum

that inDmerable little fish were floating in th

water.the discovery was made. Mr. Green*
then made some other experiments, by whicl
he learned that as soon as the little fish break
from the egg it instinctively heads for dee)
water. The enemies that destroy it are tin
insects and''smnll fry' that live near the shore

pursue it, and where the large ones cannot sc

it.
