('r.osING CRACKS IN STOVES.—It may be
convenient to know a ready method ot closing
up eracks, which are not uncommon, in cast-
iron stoves, and we are assured that the follow-
ing recipe is a reliable one.  Good wood ashes
are to be silted through a fine sieve, to which
is added the same quantity of clay, fincly pul
venzed, together with a little salt. The mix-
ture is to be moistened with water epough to
muke a paste, and the erack of the stove filled
with it. This cement does not peel off or
break away, and assumes an exstreme degrees
of hardness alter being heated. The stove
must be cool when the aplication is made. The
same substance may be used in setting in the
plates of a stove, or in fitiing stove-nipes,
serving to render all the joints perfeetly tight.
