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Senator WilsoD. Chairman of the Senate
Military Committee, requested Gen. Sherman
to give his views upon the Army bill passed recentlyin the House, and now before the Senate
Military Committee. Gen. Sherman responds
in a long letter, in which he opposes the bill
with emphasis in nearly all its features. He is
quite severe on Gen. Logan ; opposes the reductionof the army; contends that iostead ot
reducing the army expenses, es Gen. Logan as

serted, the bill inoreases the necessary expenses
over four hundred thousand dollars; that the
pay taken off the higher grade of officers is
more than doubled by that added to the lower

grades. He denounces the attempt to cut off
any of the Major Generals, favors the continuanceof the rank of General and Lieutenant
General, and 6ays it would be base to take an

officer from one grade and lower him to another,
or compel him to resign. He is very frank in
expressing his opinion as to the reduction in
hia own pay. He says the President told him
he could not live in Washington as General of
the Army and pay house rent. He tells of the
house beiDg made a present to him, and says
if he is Dot able to entertain aod receive the
oountry's representatives and others he will not
visit any of them, fie states that the President
is opposed to the bill as passed by the House.
General Sherman is decidedly in favor ot the
retired officers, "whose pay "he says" is inadequateto sustain life respectably," havine; the
privilege to euier uie eivn aerviuir.

The offices of tbecouotry.within the control
of the heads of departments and their subordinates.arenow, as a general rule, bestowed,
without regard to merit or qualifications,
upon political favorites, or, as a reward for
partizan services, or, pretended services. No
wonder that there is so much corruption. No
sueh system as exists here, in relation to publicofficers, can prevail in aDy country, without
produoiDg the same effects which have followedin this country. "The "patronage" of the
government has beeu and is openly used for
rewarding, or buying or paying politicians for
supporting the administration which bestows
the "patronage." A "civil army" is thus or-

gaoized and enlisted, and paid, the captains of
which are the party leaders who secure the appointments.

^
