of those respeotivc portions of the .British Km
pirc, and reported to the Grand Masters of the
same.
There had been appointed by a Grand Lodge

.of England, we presume.a "Graud Master
of America," but it seems that the,Lodges.
at lenst in Virginia.did not generally acknuw-
ledge',hi* authority, for the reason, no doubt,
that they did not consider that one so appoint
ed had any right to he the presiding officer ,

over Lodges, many of which acknowledged ou t
ly the particular Grand Lodges across the At-
Jantic from wliich they had obtained their
charters.
