Raise Sheep.Eat Mutton..Good mutton,well fatted, uod neatly butchered, is the
most wholesome, nutritious and cheapest of
meats, it grows quickly, and costs little to
produce it, compared with beef or pork.
Every farmer should have a few long-wooled
Cosset sheep at least.Cotswold or Leicester?.
They are little trouble, and will keep tat on the
orts el the cattle.' They usually bering two
lambs, which will seil to tho butchers for from
eight to ten dollars by the first of July. Their
fleece averages from eight to fourteen pounds,
with from sixteen to twenty-five per cent,
shrink only. Their wool is now, and will be,
in the future, wortlr- thirty per cent more than
merino, which shrinks forty-five to sixty per
cent., according to the family and treatment of
the flock. Long wool makes a strong, exoellent
and durable stocking yarn, though it is mostlyused to make the brilliant, light and lustrous
Orleans goods, for the apparel of our pretty
women. Two such sheep wiil yield as much
pre lit as a common cow, and five of them can

be kept as eheap as a cow in milk. Theiru
lambs and mutton eould keep a farmer sup- "

plied with the beet of fresh meat of ono kind,
as often as is necessary, tho year round, and
would make an agreeable episode to the eternal
round of salt junk and pork, and be far more

healthy than either. Those who oat principallysalted meats show it in their ooaploxions,
their skin being less fair and smooth, l'ork,
at best, eaten constantly produoes irritation and
eruptions of the skin.
Wo hare now a plenty of sheep in the country.32,000,000head (uioro than ever before,

according to the population.) Then let all
manufacturers, mechanics, and all men, who
arc interested to have good meat and the board
of operatives cheap and wholesome seo to it
that mutton raising and wool growing are pro
perly encouraged, 03 a matter of health and
economy. Meat is a great item in the expense
of 1 oard of operatives etc. If we grow our own
wool we shall always have mutton plenty and
cheap. This will affect materially the price of
other meat.

1 have a new way of puttiog the vote: "Let
all those who arc in favor keep their seats, and
those opposed rise." In this way one gets the
most favorable response, because women, liko
inanimate objects, generally need some oxter-

oal lorcc to put them in motion, and the mass I

of them would not rive up to save the nation.
Thus, you preceivc, the odium and laiiguc of

rising is thrown od the enemy, and on the

principle above stated, "natural inertia,"tho
opposition is far less in any audience than one

might anticipate. Some carping persons have
criticized this way of putting the vote, hut 1
gee noieason why we should vote just as man

do, btit every reason why we should do all

things quite differently. If you call lor the
ayes a few deep-voiced men could drown out

hundreds of woraon. Seeing, then, that womenwill not raise their voices nor stand up, it
is lair and wise to take their approval of everythingby silence and the sitting posture.

i>Jrs. Stanton does her sex injustice, we

think, when she asserts that "the mass ot them
would not tisc up lo save the nation." She
seems to take the ground that "silence gives
consent," which is probab'y not strictly tiuein
this cass. Her method of putting the ques
tion of woman suffrage to vote, however, is a

shrewd one, while it may not always be very
aceuiatc in results.
