RicEMOND, May 6.—The Legislature has
passed a bill, which has been already signed by
the Governor, providiog for the appointment
of a committee with power to purchase for the
use of the House ot Dalegates, the Syeamore
Church buildiog, tho price to be paid not to
exoeed £15,000.
