It shows that whilst Alexandria received

about 70 per cent of all tonnage corauung east

to Alexandria, Norfolk only iccived about ]2

per cent of the business coming cast to Norfolk,
and whi'st Alexandria furnished about GO per

cent of the freights going south and west, Nor
folk only furnished about 8 per oent of same

business.
Paper marked (B) shows that Alexandria

received tuore business from the O., A. & M.

P. 11. than was furnished to Lynchburg,
Petersburg, Richmond and Norfolk combined
from the entire consolidated iino of over 400

miles.
These figures, to an intelligent man

should effectually disprove the false charge that

tho interests of Alexandria are not carefully
secured by the present managers of the 0., A.
