Foreign News.

Lonpon, Juaiy 14.—The feeling throughout
Kurope is still one of genoral uncasinesss. The
tone of the official papers of I'rance i3 cminent-
|y paocifie, but the other journals are hostile and
warlike.

The waut ol confidene: at the MKscehanges of
the rarions luropean capitals is a fsir reflex of
public sentiment. Many rumors are incircula-
tion, but it is impossible to trace them. The
following dispateh and details are collected irom
all quarters, and made public here to-day.

Paris, July 14.—The Journal de Soir con-
tradicts the report circulated yesterday of the
resignation of the Ministry.

I'he French military attache at the court of
Vienna, who is now here, has veeeived orders
to return io his post,

Baron Bourgoing, Suveretary to the Ifreneh
Ambassador, also returns to Vienoa.

‘I'he 1umors of the resignation of the Miais
try arc continued, though they are generally
diseredited.

The PPublic Opinion and the wmajority of the
I'rench jouroals are opposed to accepting the
dispateh of the father of Vrioe: Hohenzollerw,
to the French Goveromeat, as the final settle-
ment of the question between France and Prus-
sia. Most ol the journals assert that the Min-
istty went so farin their declarations that peace,
without direct acknowledgement on the part ol
Prussia would be more shame than success to
KFrance.

The Liberte, the Moniteur, the Pays, and

the Opinion National and tha Public are es-
pecially bitter against the Ministry, ‘I'he offi-
cial jourpals, lowcver, anonounoa peace as
settled. Last evening Duke de Grammont,
Minister of Foreign Affairs anoounocad to the
S‘cnatc and the Corps lLegislatif’ that the
french Ambossador to Spamn had officially
made knowa the renunciation of Prince Hohon-
zollern of the Spanish crown,
The negotiations which we have been pursuing
with P’russia, the Duke said, have had no
other objeet, tut they have not yet terminated,
0 it i3 imipossible to-day to fuenish the cham.
bers and country with a general expose of af-
fuirs.  The Senate received this statement
coldly. The Duke then asked the Sewate to
postpone the discussion of the interpellation
until Saturdsy next, because Friday had been
set apart foe disenssion in the Corps Legislatif.
T'he Senate immediate!y protested, but on the
reynest of Rouber the vroposition was assented
to. The Senate will meet an hour earlier on
that day in order to have more time fHr dis.
cussion.

Lonpon, July 14.—The rumors that Fmiie
Ollevier und two ol his colleagues in the
Krenah Ministrycontemplated resigniog,sre also
circulating here bnt they are regarded as
doubtiul.

The
formal reply of Prussia to that effuet is the
only thing that will restore confidence, Thus
far the only response has been haughty, offen-
sive and extreme which was doubtless design-
ed to be firm and dignified.
