Cooking Oysters.
As this is the commencement of the oyster

toca^uu, vtu wjii iut uur tcauuia &uuw iiurv u»

cook them. For this information we are iudebtedto the Norfolk Day Book. The Norfolkeditors, it mast be acknowledged, know ail
about oysters. They were raised on them :

Oyster soup..Put two quarts of oysters liquorand all, in a pan, set them on the stove to
heat, but don't let them boil or come very near
to it ; now drain all the liquor into your soup
kettle and put in a pint of water and two
quarts of new milk, half a pound of butter, a
little whole allspice and pepper. Have |the
oysters all this time where they will keep warm,
add them, aDd salt to the taste. Just as you
are ready to serve the soup, break up some
crackers fine and and put tbeoi into the soup
beforo the oysters are put in.

Salt should always be put in the last thing in
any soup, stew or i'ricasee, where milk is used,
or it is apt to curdle. Oysters should never be
boiled, but only soalded ; it makes them tough
and shrinks them all up. If they are to be
stewed, heat them hot, but don't boil them.
Always have the soup or gravy hot,

Oyster Stew..Put as many good fresh oysters,with their liquor, a9 you think you will
noed into a pan on the stove to heat, but not
boil. Drain the juice off into a pan. As soon
as it boils add half a pound of butter and some

pepper. When this boils add a pint of cream
and thicken a little with Lur; after this boils
up once put in the oysters, and more salt if
necessary. Serve hot.

Oyster Toast..The 6ame as the proceeding,
but no cream. Thicken the juice a little with
flour. When the stew is ready, have a few
slices of toast laid in a dish, well buttered, and
pour the oysters in it. It is best to heat the
dish hot that you put your oysters in to send
to the table, as they are so much better hot
than merely warm.

Oyster Stew Without Cream..Make in all
respects the same as with cream, only substitu
ting half a pint of water for the cream. Many
persons prefer oysters stewed in this way.

Oystei' Fritter..Make a batter of milk,
flour, eggs, cream of-tartar, salcratus, salt in
proper proportion. Don't make any thicker
tKon 4r\T nQn./toIrpa Drnn an nrafpr infn onnh
( uuu ivt f/au vaawoi I vp um vj ww* iuw vuvu

spoon of batter as you dip it out aod fry io hot
lard. Brown well on both sides.

Oysters Fried..Dtain the oysters well; roil
in fine-rolled cracker and fry in hot lard and
butter, two thirds lard and one third butter.

Oyster Pic..Line a deep basin with puff
paste; fold a large towel and place inside to
support the lid, then roll and ornament a piece
uf paste the same as for a common pie; put on
the basin and bake slowly. Have an oyster
stew made as above, without cream, and fill
the basin as soon as the paste is done. Serve
immediately.
