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EorSPEAN AFFaIRS,~-The town ol Cbat
cau Dup, on the Paris and Tours Railroad,
twenty miles northwest of Orleans, was bom-
barded and captured by the Prussians on Tues
day. From London it is reported that a foree
of Prussians defested a French army eight
thousand strong at Etoile, a town sixty miles
gouth of Lyvons, and that the invaders also oc
cupy Vesoul, the eapital ¢t the Department
of the Hautc-Saone, two hundred and twenty
miles south of Paris. It these statements are
true, they indicate that tbe Prussias have
penetrated the heart of Southern France. The
Prussian troops have occupied Epinal, on the
Moselle, one hundred and pninety miles south-
east of Paris. The correspondents at Versail-
les do not believe that the bombardment ol
Paris will be commenec:d wi.hin a fortoight.
The garrisun of Montmedy made another sor-
tie ou Monday, in which they surprised the
Pryssians, took four thousand prisonersand a
large quantity of arms. A despateh has zlso
been received at Washington, ‘‘irom a reliable
source at Liondon, to the cffcet that the report
that peace is arrapged is much believed, al-
though pot vet officially stated.”

A despatch from Staunton, Va., dated yes-
terday, says that Mr. W, W. Corcoran, cf
Washington, on that moreiog, bad a narrow
escape from death, He aticmpted to get on
the cars when in motion, and was hanging to
the lower steps of the platform, beiog prevent.
ed from getting io by the crowd in front of him,
He came in contact with a piano lying close
up to the cars on the depot platform, and
which knocked bhim off. He escaped witha
stunning. A gentleman pamed Wash also at-
tempted to get on when the cars were in mo-
tion, and was thrown off and dragged a short
distance. Both accidents occurred on the
platform of the rear car, which accounts lor
their escape from instant death.

Bismarck says, in a dispateh to Baron Ge
rolt, the Prussian Minister at Washinzton,that
the otj2ct of the German military operations
in Feance is not for conguest, but to sccure
such 8 bouadary as is considered indispensable
to the better protection of Germany. Baron
Gerolt has also reczived the full test of Bis
marck’sletter regarding the conversation he
had with Jules Favra on the subjzct of peace.
He says that the mattor diseussad was net a
treaty of peace, but an armistice. Bismarek
expressly said to Favre that he declined to vn
ter into the subject of the new frontier claimed
by the North German Confederation until the
principle of the cession of territory had bLeen
openly acknowledged by France.

(Correspondence of the Alexandria Gazette|
RicamonD, Oct. 19.— Iu the Senate, to day,
among the bills reported were the following :
authoriziog the Atlantic and Alleghany rail
road compaoy to build 8 branch road to Lynch
burg ; authoriziog subseriptions to the Atlantio
and Alleghaoy railroad company by certain
counties, cities and towns; incorporating the
Culpeper and Madison turnpike company ; in-
sorporating the Potomac and Valley railread
company—to extend from Carzborough, Prinee
William eouaty, through Prince William, Staf-
ford, Fauquier, Cuipeper, Rappahannock, Page
acd Reckingham,to a point on the Valley rail-
road ; amending the code in relation to parti-
tion of lands; regarding duclling ; regarding
orders of publication ; defioing who are eitizens
of the State; in relation to the transfer of
property of wards to other States; conferring
upon judges of the corporation and county
courts powers in vacation—with a reeommen-
dation that it do not pass; to sccure the iden
tification of persons convic'ed of criminal of
fenses; providing that an indemnifying bood
shall be condition also to_indemnily the claim-
ant of the property levied on against damages;
the House jury bill with amendments; regulat
ing the sale of merchandise by sample with
a recommendation that it do not pass, The
Committee on Finance reported it inexpedient
to legislate for an appropriation for the educa
tion of deceased Virginia soldiers. A petition
of the trustces of the Rappahannock Academy,
in Caroline county,asking that the academy be
converted into a college, was referred.

A number of bills were introduzed, among
them the following: amending the License
law in reference to the sale ot patent rights in
the State; extendiog and defiaiog the bound-
ary lines of Lynchburg; providing that the
Legislature shall not grant private eharters,
when the power has beeo conferred upon courts;
in rclation to takiog materials from land by
interpal improvement companies, and in rela-
tion to takiog land without the ownery' con-
gent by interpal improvemcot companics.

Bills for the reassessment of the lands of the
state and authorizing counties containing filteen
thousand inhabitants to clect a special clerk
for the circuit court were passed.

A bill to amend the sct to provide for a
general cleetion, fizing the terms ot the mem-
bers of the General Assembly to be clccted in
November 1871, was introduced.

The bill allowing Petersburg to borrow
money was passed.

The jury bill as passed by the House, re-
quiring a jury to consist of twelve men, instead
ot sixz, as was provided by the origioal bill, was
passed.

The bill providiog for the time of meeting of
the General Assembly, fizxing the 1st Monday
in December in cach year, was passed.

The registration act was amended so as to
allow a pureing of the polls, and as umended
ordered to be engrossed.

The bill appointing trustecs for the town of
Carrboro’, Prince William county, was passed.

A joint resolation was introduced to appoint
a commission of legal gentlemen to re codify
the existing laws of the State, and codify those
which may be passed at the nest session of the
Legislature.

Io the House of Delegates, among the bills
relerred was the bill incorporating the Iills-
boro’ Water Company.

Several bills passed by the Senate were re-
ported back from committees, smong thew the
bill perfecting the subseription of Page county
to the stock of the Shenandoah Valley railroad
company.

Among the bi'ls introduced were the follow
ing: incorporatinz the Potomse acd Valley
railroad ; authorizing the suspension or modi
fication by the supervisors of the ience law in
certain counties; for the reliet of sufferers by
tka recent flood ; declaring the Rapidan River
from Liberty Miils to the junction of the Rober
son River a lawlul fence; fpetitions were pre-
seoted for the modification ot the taz law in
reference to land agents, and from citizens of
Lee township in Fairfax county in relation to
the fence law. A resolution of enquiry was
introduced for an increase ot compensation to
county and corporation clerks.

The grand jury bill was ordered to its c2-
grossment. It provides for four regular terms
instead of two as reported, also that the special
grand juries shall consist of not more than ten
nor less than siz and does not require frechold.

‘I'ne Governor has commissioned C. Edward
Llives, a talented young Virginian, who is
practiciog law in New York, as commissioner
of deeds tor this State in New York.

CoxFLICT OF JURISDICTION BETWEEN STATE
AND FEperAL CoURTS, |From the Bedford
Sentinel.| A very important and interesting
question came before Judge Wingfield at the
present term of the Circuit Court of Bedford
fomﬁgy. The history of the case is substantial-
y this:

Thorpe H. Nance, of this county, was, duar-
ing the last year or the year before declared a
bankrupt, on hi< own petition, io the Distriet
Court of the U. 8. Assignees of his estate
and cffects were appointed, and they accepted
tlc appoiotment, It seems that the assignees,
under an order from the baokruptey court,
made sale of the cstate of the bankiupt, ard,
amongst the rest, ot the lands of Naoee subj:ct
to the liens which attached prior to the filing
of his petition. At the assicnee's sale the wile
of Nance, by un agent, at the instance of Nan-
ce, purchased the land subject to the liens.—
In the meantime some of the judement credi-
tors of Nance, whose judgments were reeaver
ed prior to the filing of the petition in bank-
ruptey, iostituted a suitin chancery in Bedford
Circuit Court to enforee the liens of their
judgments against the land. XNaney aod his
assignees were amongst the parties defendants.
They were served with process, but never ap-
peared, and no objection was made and no
exception taken oo their behalt to the juris
diction of the coart. The chancery :uing
regularly matured, an account was ordered and
taken of the liens on the land, a decree made
directing the land to besold to satiefy the liens
and commissiocers appoioted to execute the
decree. The commissioners made the eale,
and Nance became the purchaser, but failing
to comply with the terms of sa'e, after the
lapse ot several weeks the land was resold, and
another person became the purchaser and com-
plied with the terms of sale, During the pre-
sent term of the court, and before the commis
sioners make their report, they, as well as the
judgment creditors, who were parties to the
suit, were s2rved by Nance with a copy of an
iojunction order, made upon the petition of
Nance by the District Court of the U, S. for
the district of Virginia, restraining them from
all further proceedings in the State court unti
the matters npon the petition could be heard

in the District Court of the U. 8. The com-,
missioners reported all the facts to the court,

filing copies of the jnjunction order with their

report, and submittiog the whole matter to the
court,

Judge Wingfield thereupon made a rule
upon Nanee to show cause why he should not
be fined and imprisoucd for his conter:pt io
hindering and resisting the execuiion ot the
lawful proceedings and decree of the court®by
his applying for snd obtaining zu injunction
from Lhe District Court, and thus stiempting
to oust the State Ceurt cf its rightful and legi

timate jurisdiction, and to withdraw the said
suit from the State Court, baving jurisdiction,
ard tranofer it to a foreign jurizdietion.

Nance auswered the rule, diselaiwivg con

tewpt, but admittiog that L obtuiced the o~
juetion upon his petition lor the purpose of
having an excwption made to hiw in the Baok-
ruptey Court, which hzd never been ullowed,
out of his land, and that he had been zdvised
to this course by his counsel in Richmond, H.
I1. Wells.

Upon the readiog of the apswer, and alter
bearing argument by Nance’s counsel, the judge
pronouncad his opicion, and adjudged Nancs
to be guilty of contempt, eud ordered bim to
be fined fifty doilars and to be iwprisoned in
the jail of this ‘county for ten days and thereaf
ter until be pay the fice and dismiss his petie
tion and injanetion in the District Court of the
U. S., and eranting him liberty, ufter ten
days, to sppiy in vec:tion to the judge of the
Cirenic Court of Bedford, ard obtain his dis
charge from prison upon exhibiting satisfacto
ry evidence of his havivg diswmissed the peti-
tion and ipjunction. The judge also madea
rule against Heary II. Wells, ol the city of
Richmond, the counsel of Nance in filing the
petition and obtaioiog the injunction, to ap
pear before him at the next term of Bedford
Cireuit Court and show cause, if' any he can,
why he should not in like manner be fined and
attached for his contempt in counseling, advi-
sing, aiding, and assisting Nanee in his attempt
to resist the lawlul decree of the courtin con-
temut of the authority of the Comm_onwcgl_th
of Virginia acd the lawlul jurisdiction of 1ts
courts,

The judee made a furtber order in the case,
epjoiniog and restrainiog Nance and his coun-
sel and all others irom further opposing, hio-
dering and impeding the officers of the court in
tke execution of the orders and deerees hercto-
fore made in the cause. i

The szquel will show whether the laws of
this State and the judements and deerees of 1te
courls are to be respected or pot.
