French capital is standing its fourteenth siege.
The first of these on record was in the year

53 B. 0., when Lutctia, then confined to an
i?:and in the Seine, was attacked by the Romanconsul Labienus, and the inhabitants,
abandoning the defence ot the town, burned
their houses and retired to the neighboring
lulls, where they were finally vanquished by
the superior tactics of the legions.

In A. I). -103. Childcric I., son of Merovcno
drove out the Romans, after an obstinate siege.

in 845 the city was taken and pillaged by the
Normans, enticed thither by the riches ot the
capita'.

In 850 they aeain attacked Paris, which was
lurncd by its inhabitants.

Five years later there was another iucursion
by the Irecbootcrs, wbo, however, found nothingworth taking.

Alter this the Parisians decided upon fortifyingtheir town, but before the walls were
.-( mpleted thirty thousand Normans encamped
hi fore them. The citizens, however defended
themselves manfully for more than a year and
the invaders were about to rise the siege when
'Tories the First hoisted a white flag and
capitulated, signing a disgraceful peace which
etct him his throne.

In 1358 the Dauphin laid siege to theiown,
but was unsuccessful, as was the King of Englandin 1350.

In 1420 the English took Paris by assault,
:>r,d held it for sixteen years. During this
time it was attacked, in 1427, by Charles VII,
>< hn was repulsed by the garrison.

In 1402 the Duke of Burgundy ravaged the
nuotrv up to toe very walls.

ci'v and was defeated in several assaults..
Alice unsuccessful was the army of Charles V.
in 1530.
Under Henry III. and llenry IV. the city

sustained an ever-memorable siegp, capitulating,however, to the soldier of Navarre, aft<r he had adjured Protestantism.
Lastly, in 1S14. it was given up after a brief

but gallant defence, to the allies.

the Mormon Church because she refused to

admit ot other wives in Iter husband's bousc'hold.Pratt is over seventy years of age, and
yet, a short timo ago, he had married a young
girl only sixteen years old. Pratt is a crayhcadedgrandfather, has moro wives than he
knows what to do with, and seems on the look-
out for more. I lis Urst wise retuses to n\e

with him. Brigham Voung ha.s a favorite
wife named Amelia, who rules him with a rod
of iron, and one morning while in a disagreeablehumor, overturned the breakfast table and
spilled its content* over the prophet.

"Before Mrs. Newman left Utah she assist
ed in organizing an anti-Mormon society, with
Mrs. Hollister. formerly Mi.-s Carrie .Matthews,
the sister of Vico President Colfax, »>s the
president. At the urganiz it ion of the society
several Mormon women were present, and
seemed to lake a deep interest iri the rnovcincnt."
