ot Catholic Benevolent Sociotios of Virginia
met at this place on Thursday, the loth instant,
for the purpose of organizing a State Union of
said societies with a still further view of being
aggregated to the National Catholic Union of
the u7 S. The following officers were elected
for the ensuing year: William Kilgour, of
Alexandria, President; M. Glenuan, of Norfolk,
Vice President; John O'Conner, ofPortsmouth,
Secretary; Dr. M. J. Griffith, of Fredericksburg,Treasurer. The President, after being
conducted to the chair, delivered an eloquent
address. He said though met as strangers
they were bound by the band of friendship and
met with cordial greeting and fidelity of hearts
lor a common aim and noble purpose. Though
met as strangers they were known to each other
by the bond of a common faith. They were
met to build up an edifice at once grand and
permanent upon each arch of which should he
inscribed, "1 was hungry and you gave me to
eat, I was thirsty and you gave me to drink, I
was sick and you visited me &c. To-day was

thrown to the breeze a banner of love and
charity, and it would wave in triumph till it
spread from ocean to ocean.
The Committee ou Address presented the

following, which was unanimously adopted :

"To the different Catholic Benevolent Societiesof the State of Virginia: In compliance
with the wishes of the first annual convention
of the 'Catholic Benevolent Union of the State
of Virginia,' it is our pleasing duty to address
you a lew words on the object of the meeting
of the State Uniou, aud the numerous advantagesthat may be derived from it. The first
convention of the State Union was held in the
city of Portsmouth on the 15th of February,
1S71. The object was the formation of an
Union of all the Catholic benevolent societies
of the State, in pursuance of a request of the
National Convention held in Cincinnati, October1(J, 1870, and with the still further view of
having this State Union aggregated to the said
National Union. In most of the cities and
principal towns of the Diocese of Kichuiond
there are Catholic benevolent societies already
established, and we call their kiud attention to
this important matter and trust they will avail
themselves of the many advantages which must
accrue from a union of the different Catholic
Societies of the State.
Although provisionmay be made by the

several societies throughout, the State for their
respective members when they require aid yet
how frequently inay it happen t hat a member
may be overtaken by sickness iu some neighboringcity and what au advantage will it not
be tn hint to draw from such sister societies the
customary benefits and receive that kiud care

and atteutiou, which only a sense of Catholic
charity and duty can inspire. It affords him
a still further and additional pleasure when he

considers tnat ne receives aucu sum^i,

a mere tribute of charity, but us an aid to
which he has a strict right. Hitherto we have
had no such union of our Catholic societies iu
this State. Let us endeavor to make this a

great success. We have sanguiue hopes that
this meeting is the first dawn of sunshine
that will cause rich fruit to come forth. We
sincerely hope that at our next meetiug in
June, of this year all the Catholic benevolent
societies of the State will be represented and
that we may be able to present a strong bulwark
against the tide of distress which has made
some headway in our land."
On motion of Dr. Griffith; a committee of

three was appointed to report at the next Conventionwhat means are necessary to encourage
and promote Catholic immigration to our

State.
The proceedings were characterized by harmonyand animation.
The committees of Norfolk and Portsmouth

vied with each other iu their hospitality to delegatesfronrthe distant portions ofthe State.
The Convention adjourned to meet in Alexandriaon the second Weduesday in June next.

The New Cattle Disease..The new cattle

disease, called epizootic aphtha, which has
created so much alarm through New England,
does not appear to be as fatal iu its results as

the pleuro pneumonia, which wrought such
mischief a few years ago; but the contagiou

given of its beiug conveyed in the clothes of
men who have been among the infected animals.In some instances sheep and hogs have
taken the infection. The symtoms are suppurationbetween the claws and the hoofs, blistered
mouths and inability to eat. In some cases the
tongues peeled^ and the rough skin was fouud
in tne manger in large pieces. Slaked lime ap.
plied to the feet anu alum to the blisters about
the mouth have resulted well. Few cases have
proved fatal, as the disease readily yields to judicioustreatment.
