The New York Sun gives a long and extremely
interesting history of the career of Ieury
Meiggs, the grome smilemay hiug i Ao
Awerica. e was born in Catskill, Green county,
New York, in 1811, and, aftera not stiking
career in business at the Kast, went to New
York city and amassed woney in the lumber
pusiness. In 1549 he loaded the ship Niantie
with lumber, and with his brother, John G.,
sailed for California. He there embarked in
an immense lumber trade, bLuilt Musical Hall,
lavisied thousands on wusie, bonght land all
over the State, and amassed a fortune.  But iu
the panie of '54 he went under, and in the
frenzy of the day issued forged paper to the
awount of near & million. As hiserime beeame
apparent he bought a bark and sailed to Val-
~araiso. There he hecawe superintendent of
ndges on the railroad building to Santiago,
and after the tailure of the Knglish firm to cow-
plete the road assumed the whole contract for
$12,000,000. The engincering difficulties were
immense, but he did not fear, aud made a supple-
wmentary contract with the Governmeut that for
every mounth under four years in which hegow-
pleted the road ho should receive $100,000,and
for every month over he should forfeit $100,-
vi0.  He began on the 4th of o ly, 1555, and
hiring Chilian laborers at ten cnts a day and
their food—three cents more—he tunncled and
blasted his way through the huge rocks,and on
the 4th of July, 1860, the road was complete,
und ou the 5th the first train was ruu through
to the capital. Meiges' profits were $1,326,000,
and might have been $3,000,000 but for his
boundless generosity to the poor. He built two
grand dwellings, costing $350,000, at Santiago,
and there lived till 1867. Ile was induced Ly
the call of the Peruvian (rovernment to go to
that country in the latter year and build a road
from Arica, on the coast, to Arequipa, ninety
miles inland. for $12,000,000, t was com-
Elew by the first of the present year, and
leiggs bad $600,000 worth of medals struck in
commemoration, and gave a $200,000 fetc at
Arequipa. His profits were $4,000,000. e
now has a contract to build a road across the
Andes for £65,000,000,and lives in magnificent
state at Lima.  He owns several guano islands
on the coast, and is prospectively the richest
man on the globe.
