Soon alter the trial commenced,
the beam of the Dixie right hand broke in two
and was laid aside, the contest being narrowed
to the AVatt left hand and Dixie left hand. The
soil llrst selected was a stubble loam without soil;
but as the plows were new, and did not turn in
conseuuenee of the roughness of the eastings, aftera short trial it was decided to take them to
another lield where the «u>il was a well trodden,
tenacious clay, with a timothy sod covered with
vegetation and with straw. The plows here performedtheir work admirably, cutting and turningclear without choking.
As the Dixie was a new comer, as the contest

waxed warm, most of the judges took hold of it
to tost personally its practical working. While
there is no intention to do injustice to any, as

neither party had agent or representative present,and both plows did well, yet the trial, with
the award of the judges, is deemed of suilicieni
importance to the int'-rc-t of agriculture { > justifyits publication.*
