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“Jonen.”

And he drove by a house where a man named
Brown '
Was living, not far from the edge of' the town,
And he bantercd Browa for to iuy his place,
And said that seeine as money was skace.
And seeing ag sheriffs were hard to face,
T'wo dollars an acre would get the land.

They closed at a dollar and fifty cents,
And Jones he bought him a wagon and tents,
And loaded his corn, and his women, and truck,
And moved to Texas, which it took
His entire pile, with the bast of luck,

To get there and get him a little laud.

But Brown moved out on the old Jounes farm,
And he rolled up his breeches and bared his

arm,
And he picked all the rocks from off'n on the
ground
;- And he rooted it up and ploughed it down,
And sowed his corn ang wheat in the land.

Five yeurs glid by, und Brown, one day,
Who got so fat that he wouldn't weigh)
Vay a sitting down, sorter lazily,
"To the bulliest dinner you ever see,
When one of the children jumped on his knce
And says, ‘:fa.u‘a Jones, which you bought
his land.""
And there was Jones, standing out at the
fence,
Aud he hadn't no wagon, nor mules, nor tents.
For he had left Texas afoot and come
To Georgia to see if he couldn’t get some
Kmployment, and he was looking as humble as
1f he had never owned any land.

But Brown he asked him in, and he sot
.Him down to his victuals smoking hot,
And when he had filled himself and the floor
Brown looked at him sha? and rove and swore
That ‘‘whether man's land was rich or poor.
There was more in the man than there was
in the land."

INTERVIEW wiTH THE MURDERER RULLOFP.
—Profrssor Mather, of Amherst College, writes
to the Springfield licpub}icau a full account of
his recent interview with Rulloff, in the jail at
Binghamton, He suys:

“On one or two passages of ‘Homer' in par-
ticular Rulloff showed great acuteness of eriti-
cism, and 2 most thorough appreciation of the
5mudeur of the sentiment. One or two ren-

erings of President Felton he opposed most
vigorously, and when [ supported tﬁc common
version, he quoted from a vast range of classics
to confirm his view. . :

“His theory of language I cannot cuter upon
here, for it is tno subtle for the geveral reader.
It is very original, is quite contrary to the es-
tablished views upon comparative philology,
and probably will never be ot any practical use.
Most persons think him a monomaniac upon
this, and certainly his enthusiasm is most re-
markable. He sat there in liis chains, just
sentenced by the highest court to die on the
gellows, and without & word, or apparently a
thought, about his doom, he argued and plead
for his favorite theory as though he were
wrestling for his lite, und was determined to
win.

““He is anxious to have philologists examine
the manuseript of his work. He urged me to
come, with several such men, and take time to
see whether his theory is true. He asked my
pardon for the apparent dogmatism of the
statement, but said he felt convinced that this
theory of language wasa special revelation to
him, and that perhaps & hundred years might
elapse ere it would be known again, and then
added, significantly, ‘And you know that
whatever is done must be done quickly.’

“In person this strange wan 1s about mid-
dle height, and of robust build, and is appar-
ently verging on fifty years of age, uot at all
the broken old man he had been represented.
He has a singular face, not villainous or gross-
ly sensnal, nor is it scholarly. The features
are strongly marked and full of sinister wean-
ing. It1sa face that you could not forget and
yet would not care to_think about. is eye,
which is a dark hazel, 1 had heard was ‘the
striking feature, but it did not impress me so
perha;i‘s because it showed struggle and suffer-
ing. The bad hnes in his face to me were
about his chin and forehead, and his neck is
very short, and stout and heavy. TIn manners
he is very urbane and natural, and he con-
verses with great faaility and elegance.  His
voice is mellow and pleasant, and oceasionally
showed tones of tenderuess. But for all that,
1 do not believe the man has auy tenderness
save for Janguage. In Jooking at” him you

“wonld ne\‘ér':lﬁnngine hiut as loving any human
being, and you would be_sure that bhis hatred
‘would be implacable. He _is cortainly an en-
igma, and offers in himself a_powerful argu-
uient against the theory that education is alone
sufficient to lead to true manhood.
