Narrow GuaGe RarLroaps.—The New
York Tribune, in an article relating to Narrow
(iuage Railroads, says that “the old battle, so
fiercely waged forty years ago between Brunel
and the Stephensons, is to be fought again by
the theoretical and practical engineers of our
day. The Stephensons of old gained the fight
in the general adoption of their 4-foot-83-inch
guage. aud the advoeates of further reduction
bid fuir to win in the present contest.  If trunk
railways are the arteries of a great country,
branch lines are the smaller vessels by which
the life-blood is distributed from and returned
to the heart.” A well-equipped, narrow-guage
road, meeting present Te(uirciients, and thoze
likely to arise in the course of a few years, can
often be built and worked where a broad-guage
road, constructed at a greatly enhanced cost,
and entailing much heavier expenses for opera-
tion and repairs, would be out of the guestion.
At the same time there would be an anuual
saving in the capital aceount of the nurrow-
guage roud, which would go fur to weet the
expense of developwent, in years to come.
We hope, in view of conuections with the
¢reat through lines existing or to be construct-
d, in this State, this subjeet of Narrow Guage
Ruilroads, will attract the attention of our citi-
zensin town and country.

(ommissioner Pleasonton has sent a circular
to the Internal Revenue officers stating that
Section 11 of the act of Congress of July 14,
1570, only requires every person of a lawful
age. whose gross income during the preceding
year exceeds $2,000, to make and render a re-
turn to the Assistant Assessor of the district in
which he resides.  Persons whose incomes are
less than 2,000 are not required to make re-
turns, voris there any authority of law for As-
sessors or Assistant Assessors to call forsuchre
turas.  In case any Assessor or Assistant As-
sessor bas sufficient evidenee that a person who
has not wade a return on ineowme has defraud-
ed the Government, then they will proceed
against such person as is preseribed by law.

A gentleman from N. York, who has lately
“Interviewed” Mr. Alex. H. Stephens, in
Georgia. reports that Mr. S. adheres as finnly
as ever to the doctrine of State rights, and
sees in its triumph alone the salvation of the
Republic from a centralized despotism. He
considers the Thirteenth Amendment as having
been fully ratified and valid, as the natural re-
sult of the war. The Fourteenth and Fifteenth
Amendments he considers as “gross usur-
patious of power, passed by force und fraud,”
with seven of the original thirteen colonies
unrepresented.

A statement having appeared to the effect
that Montgomery Bluir's house was ‘“‘burned
by Gen. Early on his march to Washington,”

By the old route via Harrisbarg, the fare from
Baltimore has been ten dollars, and from Wash-
ington eleven dollars and fifty cents to Pitts-
burg. By the new route the fare from Balti-
wore has been fixed at eight dollars and fifty
¢t und from Washington at nine dollars and
tifty cty.. a saving to Baltimore passengers of
one dollar and fifty cts, and to Washington
passengers of two dollars.

Both in New. Orleans and Charleston, resis-
tance through the Courts of Law,is to be made
to the issue of alleged illegal bouds authorized
by the Legislatures of Louisiuna and South
Cuarclgia.  The bonds, it is said, are Jargely in
excess of the awount anthorized by the constitu-
tions of bothNtates.  In New Orleans notice
is given that the citizens, failing to prevent the
issue of these bonds, will vefuse the payment
of any taxes ivtended to meet either the in-
terest or principal of them,

It is said that the full effect of the late dect-
ston of the Supreme Court, that the salaries of
State officers are vot taxable under the Tuter-
nal Revenue laws, has not yet been reached. for
uther questions involving a great deal of litiga-
tiow, i nut wuch woney, have arisen in conse-
quence.  Alreadyan Frie Canal Superinten-
dent has claimed exemption, aund the lhability
ol'State bonds is questivued. and upon both is-
sies the Sapreme Court will have to rule.

The county seat of Prince William does not
contain more than one hundred inhabitants,aud
is perfectly dead, and by an act of the Legisla-
ture, as we are informed, the county seut is
about to be moved up to Manassas Junction,the
seat of Buregard's operations against the North,
and the rezion of both battles of Bull Run.—
Manassas Junction is now filled up with New
Jersevwien, Pennsylvanians, Delawarians, and
folks further to the North who have wade there
a town of about five hundred inhabitants, the
largest town between Alexandria and Warren-
ton. We have received from the office of the
Manassas weekly (razette a pamphlet from Can-
on & McLean, who appear to be real estate
agents. This pamphlet contains more than_one
hundred and fifty farms and tracts of land of-
fered forsule, some of them two hundred acres
in quantity, others one thousand, twelve hun-
dred, and even more. X
The most of this land is oftered for fifteen
dollars, twenty dollars, eight dollars, twelve
dollars, nine dollars, seven dollars. &e., per
acre. Here is one instance, for example : One
hundred acres, ten acres clear, remainder wood-
land,with u new frame house not quite finished,
six miles from Manassas, terms for the whole
%500 cash. Amongst the purchasers ure folks
from Washington, %‘anada‘ England, New York
and New Jersey.  The largest tract, according,
to this phamplet. has been two thousand acres

DayaGes ror INJury oN Pusric Roaps.
The Prince Georgian furnishes the following
notice of the case of (fibson vs. County Com-
missioners of Calvert county, Md. This case
was removed to Prince George's at the instance
of the plaintifl and tried at the late term of the
Cirenit Court: ’

"This was an action to recover pay from that
county for injury to a wagon and buggy of the
plaintiff. which were broken in travelling over
the public rouds. The plaintiff having made
no claim for exemplary damages in his declara-
tion. the Court ruled out all evidence upon this
point, and instructed the jury that the defend-
ants were responsible for daumages of this char-
acter unless tilt‘!_\' ensued {rom the lack of due
care and diligence by the plaintiff.  The de-
fendants contended that they were not reponsi-
ble for such damages, and that the plaintiff
had not exercised due caution to avoid the -
cidents, this road being notoriously in a bad
condition, and another road. in better order.
nearly as convenicnt to him.  The Court. how-
ever, ruled that the faet, if sustained, would
uot exonerate the Cowmmissioners from respon-
sibility, the plaintiff being entitled to use either
road in his diseretion, and instructed the jory
that il they found that otherwise the plaintiff
had used due eare, then he was entitled to re-
cover; and the jury, after a short deliberation,
brought i a verdict for the plaintiff for $160.
T'his is an_iwportaut (uestion, and will proba-
bly be raviewed by the county officers.

On Saturday morning, in New York, the
cry of murder from 125 Elm street. occupied
by Miss Manning, attracted the attention of
the police, who on entering the place found
Miss M. bound hand and foot, and her face
covered with blood. Whenreleased she stated
that about 3:30 she let in ope-of the inmates, |
and then went to bed and fell asleep. Soon
after she was awakcned by some person takin
hold of her, and saw fourmenin the room wit
their faces covered with handkerchiefs, After
they had bound and guﬁged. her they proceed-
ed to rob her place. Diamond earrings were
wrenched from her ears, and three finger rings
locket and necklace, all valued at $1,475, an
also about $180in money, which she had tied
in o handkerchief and placed under her pillow,
were taken.

On Friday night a kerosene lamp in the house
of a colored family named Jones, on the Bright-
well farm, near Bladensburg, Md., exploded
and set fire to a bed in which were two
children. One of the little ones was burned to
death, and the other so severely injured that
its life is despaired of. The father of the child-
ren ran in, aud throwing the bed out of the
window it fell ou his wife, and her clothes tak-
ing fire, she, too, was badly burned. The in-
jured child can hardly survive, as one¢ caris

urned off, and the bones are faid bare on one
side of the fuce.

Between two and three hundred Iudians ap-
peared on the Kansas Pacific Railroad on Sat-
urday. between Hagle Trail and Montory, and
somiewhat obstrueted the track. 1t s suppos-
ed they were a_ portion of the band that re-
cently cutered Montory under a white flag to
trade with the people.  The Idians that 'lm\'e
Loen on the Kansas Pacific Railroad are Chey-
cunes, Sioux and Arrapahoes, and are on their
way o the Arkansas river, hunting.

On I'hursday evening there was cowitted
in a strect car in New York, a most brutal and
unprovoked assault upon a gentleman, which
has sinee resulted in o murder.  Mr. Avery I
Putnmn, 2 gentleman ol respectability and re-
{lnement, was the vietim, and died on Satur-
duy. e was first grossly insulted by a rowdy
and upon getting out of the cars wis followed,
Jnocked down and killed.  Foster,the assassin,
has been arrested.

2ear Admiral Heory Walke, U. 8. N, has
Leen placed upon the retired list, at his own
request, and  Commodore Benj. I'. Sands, Su-
perintendent of the Naval Observatory, has
heen prowoted to the grade of Rear Admiral
to fill the vacancy. Commodore James Alden,
(hiet of the Bureau of Navigation, will also be
promoted to the grade of Rear Adwiral in the
course of a month or two.

Sharon Tyndale, late Secrstary of State of
Illinois, was murdered on the public streets in
Springfield on Saturday while on the way from
his residence to the railroad depot to take the
cars for St. Louis.  He was shot probably by a
robber. 'There is no clue yet to the murderer,
but u large reward will be offered. - There is
great exeitewent at Springfield.

The annual decoration of the graves of Con-
federate dead, was observed with appropriate
services on Wednesday last, in the cities of
Atlanta,  Columbus and Macon, Greorgia,
and of Mobile and Montgomery, Alabawma.
Un the same day the corner-stone ol 2 wmonu-
ment was laid in Charlestown, West Virginia.

The erevasse in the Mississippi levee at Bon-
net Carre is not yet repaired, aud the river
continues to pour through it and over miles of
surrounding country in a tremendous fluod.
Descriptions of the locality of the disaster speak
of a widespread seene of ruin aud desolation.

The employees of MeKay's iron and locomo-
tive works in Jersey City, are on a strike to re-
cover back wages, many having received noth-
ing since January, and threaten. if not paid by
Thursday, to attack the property of the con-
cern.

The act of Congress repeuling the internal
revenue special taxes on nearly all kinds of busi-
ness, exeept whiskey and tobacco, goes into cf-
fect to-day, the first of May. It reduces the
(tovernment income over a hundred million
dollars annually.

The City Comptroller of New York reports
that under the new tax levy the amount will
fall short about $7,000,000, and a considerable
deduction must be made in the city and county
expenditures for the ensuing year.
