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SHAD.

Mr. Seth Green, one of the miost skilled of
those now embarked in the cultivation of fish,
and who is the superintendent of’ State fisher-
ies in New York, is now in this city, and has
luid betore the commissioners of Virginia and
many gentlemen who take a deep interest in
the matter, the most conclusive proofs of the
great success which has attended the efforts to
stock the northern streats with the best fish.

A remarkable illustration with regard to
shad in the Counnecticut appears in the report
of the fish commissioners ol Massachusetts
submitted to the Legislature last January. Af-
ter some account of the process of hatching
shad, by which in the spring of 1870 there
were hatehed and turned loose at Hadley Falls,
in the Connecticut river, 60,000.000 of ¢m-
bryos, the report describes the enormous take
in that river, For years the supply of shad
had been falling off from the curtailment of
hatching grounds by the dams in the river and
by the modern modes of catching fish, which
are very destructive. In May, '70, the enorm-
ous influx of shad was without precedent.  The
report says -

**On Sunday, May 21, vessels in Loug Island
sound observed the unusal spectucle of vast
shoals of shad. The next day they struck in
at and about the mouth of the river and filled
the nets. At Lincoln, ten miles from the
mouth, and on the coast, 3,560 fish were taken
in one pound, (500 is usnally a large catch,)
and the total yield of the pounds for that day
were 25,000. = At Huddam island, a short dis-
tance up the river, 700 were tuken at onc
sweep of the seine, which is more than one-
third the yield of a similar seine for the whole
of the previous season. A seine four miles be-
low Hartford took 90U the same day. * * Now,
it does not appear that on the Hudson to the
west or on the Merrimack, to the east, the run
of shad wasunusual. On the contrary, both
those rivers report a small average. Whence,
then, this local phenomenon? The Connecticut
people call them ‘Green’sshad,’ attributing the
increase to the artificial hatching by Seth Green
at Hadley Falls in1867." (Lt takes three and
four years for the shad to mature. )

_This is a very interesting and conclusive

ece of testimony. By the process of artificial

atching nearly all the eggs we hatched, and
the young fish watured. ~ By the natural hatch--
ing, with the obstractions now in every river,
but a very small proportion of the eggs deposi-
ted are hatched, and a large part of the em-
beyos when hatched perish. ft is conjectured
aot over ten per cent. are matured,— Rich. L.

Miscellaneous.

In Philadelphia, yesterday, a contest cawe off
between two compositors for prizes offered by
the proprietors of the Printers’ Circular to the
swiftest type-setter. (George Arensberg set
1,822 ems, and R. McLean 1,627 ems in &u
hour. The competition extends to compositors
in other cities of the States and Canada, and
takes place to-day. The principal prize is a
gilver six-inch camposing stick.

A dispatch from Wilmington, N. C., says,
that last night Loweg and his baud of outlaws
went into Lumberton, in Robeson county, broke
open thre jail, released several of his followers,
and retired without molestation, though a com-
pany of U. S. soldiers were quartered in the
town.

Pending the pmt.ructad negotiation by the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company for a perpetfu-
al lease of the united companies of New Jersey,
a competitor comes into the field in the shape
of the Reading Railroad Company, which
makes even a better offer for the same great
