courtroom. Then turning to the Chief Justicehe said, 4T have noticed the treatment of
witnesses in this case, and I waited when insultedjust now for the court to protect me,but it
did not, and I now tell counsel that I shall hold
them personally responsible out of court for
every word of affront offered me here." The
ChiefJustice, Mr. Drew says, remarked that
he had observed with pain the course of the
examination and if gentlemen would persist in
transcending the privileges of counsel they
must take the consequences.
