her nature, for she, soon after returning to her
home, abandoned the innocence and elegance
of her home for a vicious life. At the time of
the Federal occupation she was in the zenith
of her beauty, and soon brought around her a

coterie of admirers. So infatuated did a young
Lieutenant become of her that he made her
his wife, and, returning North, introduced her
again to the society of which she could so easily
Income an ornament. But the wickedness in
her nature, inherent or acquired, soon asserted
its supremacy, and she again went back into
the path of viciousness and sin. The scandal
she caused in a Northern city it is useless to

repeat here.
Suffice it to say her husband, in despair,committedsuicide, and infinite distress was brought

upon his family. She went to Washington,
and was notable there for her fascination and
i-oquetrv. and at one time exercised a controllinginfluence in one of the Departments of
State. But after a while she disappeared from
the Capital and returned to her home. Here
her old life was resumed, and a career of brilliantdissipation has ended in-her death.
She was a tall,slender lady, of splendid plivsi

eal development and imposing presence. She
had full black eyes and hair that fell around
her shoulders like a shower of golden fleece.
Her face was fair and fresh, and vied in its
beauty with the lily and the rose. Her hands
and arms were models ot ctegauce and symmetry.She was fascinating, alluring and accomplished,of violent passions, impulsive and
headstrong, and yet, when she chose to be, a.s
