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At a meeting at Washington, yesterday, of
representatives of the Railroad line between
New York and New Orleans, via Lynchburg, a

second daily train.one only having run as yet
daily on this line south of Washington.was
organized, to commence July 1st. with increasedspeed, making the through time between
New York and New Orleans some twelve hours
quicker, with but one change of ears, namely,
at Lynchburg. Extensions on this line arc also

contemplated, going on south of Chattanooga
and Dahoo. A committee was also selected to

organize a fast freight line from Norfolk to

points South and Southeast.

Horace Greeley is giving his impressions of
the condition ofaffairs in the South. He. nor

no other man, is competent, from a hasty visit
through that portion of our country, to form a

correct judgment of the actual state of a flairs,
as far as regards the operations of labor. He
thinks, however, that the former slaves are

working better than it was expected they would,
and "that the freedmen of the cotton Suite.-«are
this day in as good circumstances us the hired
workers who till the soil of any European country."He reports, also, upon the authority of
the old residents that the black women are not

doiDg so well as the men. but are mainly intent
on finery and idleness. The children (the
planters add) rule their parents, and do little
or nothing; so that when this generation of
field hands, trained to steady work as slaves,
shall have died off. matters will have changed
for the worse.

" But this opinion, he does not

himself, coincide in. Judging from what is
seen and known in this section, the opinion of
the planters as to the rising generation of the
colored people is likely to be correct.

The Washington .Patriot comments severely
but justly upon the course pursued by the authoritiesin Washington, thus far, in relation
to the riotous demonstrations which have been
made in that city for several days past, by a

Lawless mob. and which has looked more like
submission to the dictation of a gang of desperadoes,than anything else. The conduct of
the contractors, in first yielding to the demands
of the mob, and then failing to act up to their
promise, is also properly condemned. We think,
too, with the Patriot that there were ample
means at hand to have crushed, at once, and
without any serious consequences, the first demonstrationsof a turbulent spirit. and an exampleof firmness at the outset .could immediatelyhave quelled every sign of disturbance.
The citizens of Washington, of all parties,
must now see what a dangerous clement to

their best interests and prosperity some of
them have been cherishing and encouraging.
Gen. Sherman, in a dispatch.gives an account
