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Careless Shooting on the Frontier..
A letter from au ex-post chaplain, to the New
York Tribune, chitod Footeville. Wisconsin,
June 5, says: j
On the inarch of our regiment from .Sioux

City, Iowa, to Fort Sully, J>. T., we were overtakenby a young frontiersman, whose parents
live in the northern part of the Territory, lie
had been with Gen. Sibley's expedition, had
been recently discharged, and was now on his
way home; with us he could have company and
rations. He had his horse, and rifle and cavalry
accoutrements with him. After we had gone into
camp one evening and supper was over, the
boys gathered in groups as usual to enjoy a

chat. In the group around our frontiersman a

discussion arose on the respective power and
accuracy of their pieces. This young man

praised his piece above a-il others, for Iongrange
and accuracy. Just then one of our men saw

what he thought was a buffalo, or deer, crossinga bute. about a mile oft', and challenged
him to shoot at that. Hut he said it was

neither a deer nor a buffalo, but an Indian,
and he thought lie could hit him, or at any
late he could scare him. He drew a bead and
lired; the object was seen to spring up in the
air. and some one exclaimed, ;'You hit hiiu. '

He replied, very coolly; "Uon't know; an Indianwould jump that way and theu fall down
if he heard the whiz of a ball, just to prevent
your firing again."' Some of our boys caught
his spirit, aud said "It was only an Indiau,
anyhow," but most of theui were

shocked that a man, who had never

done them any harm should bo shot at

in so cold-blooded a manner. At a roll call j

the company .said he fell out at a .stream about
two miles back to catch a fish for supper;
another said he was down with Company K,
so the inquiry was passed over unanswered. !
The sergeant, however, who shared the shelter
tent with the young man who had shot at the j
Indiau, was restless all night, and could not

sleep for thiuking that, perhaps, it was young
P.. tlw missing man, , that was shot. He
watched for peep of day. then woke the young
man up, proposing to go up the bute and see
if he had hit that Indian. They went, and
when they drew near enough to see the object
on the ground distinctly, the frontiersman, who
was ahead, threw up his bauds and exclaimed ;
"My God, it's a soldier!" It was our lost coin-

rade, a quiet, peaceable youth ofabout 19 years
of age. The ball had passed right through his j
head.
The vouug man who shot him was put under !

arrest, "depositions taken, nnd when we reached |
the river, was seat, by the first dowu boat, un- !
der guard, to Sioux City. Having been discharged.he was a civilian, and we had to hand
him over to the civil authority. Had he been
in the service, we could have dealt with him
under martial law. He remained there until
the Grand Jury met, when they decided they

shot tin Indian, we could not have done any-

thing with hiin, as an ludian is not a citizen.
A trader, who has been several years in the In-
dian country, told me. if it had been an ludiun,our regiment would have lost many a

scalp as the penaltv of the wickedness of that
one man. This would have led to reprisals and
then there would have been numerous accounts
of "Indian outrages."
Horrors of Paris..Mgr. Parboy, the

Archbishop ot Paris, and all the abbes and
priests who were massacred at La Roquettc
prison at the same time as he, died with the
courage of the old martyrs for the faith. The
Archbishop spoke words of forgiveness and

pardon to his murderers before they shot him.
On Wednesday, the 24th of May, one Lefrancuis,an ex-galley-slave, who acted as the Communistgovernor of the prison. led a body of
fifty National Guards to the cells occupied by
the Archbishop and the hundred or more otherhostages. They were then made to follow
them to the broad circular road which separates
the building from the outer walls of the prison.
Here the venerable Mgr. Parboy and his companionswere shot, one at a time. The first
hostage shot was JPere Allard ; then came the
Archbishop, and so on to the end. The venerableAbbe Puguerry was the last executed..
While most of the wretches who were eugaged
in these cruel murders heaped revilings upon
the heads of their prisoners before shooting
theui, two of the Nationals knelt before the
Archbishop and implored his pardon ; but
the others rushed at them, and with kicks and
cuffs drove them away. After the executions
the bodies were placed in a goods wagon of the
Lyons Railway Company, and taken to Pere la
Chaise and flung promiscuously into a trench,
without a handful of earth being thrown over

them.
The seven days of fighting and massacre

whirh resulted in the overthrow of the Com-
inline were lull of such horns as were unknown
even in the most sanguinary horrors of the
Jl* ii; n of Terror. The butchery, at the prison
of La Roquette. of the Archbishop of Paris,
many other high church dignitaries and priests
aud numerous citizens, to the number of sixtyeightheaded the list of wanton cruelties..
But there were other horrible massacres

inflicted upon each other by Yersaiilists
and Communists, which almost surpass belief.
Near the house of Minister Washburue, six
children, between the ages of eight aud ten

years, caught setting five to houses, were summarilyshot by a Versailles offieer of high rank.
Families that sympathized with the Commune,
upon the taking of a barricade by the Versaillists,would oiler the soldiers hospitalities only
to poison them with the food and wine given to

them. Upon the discovery of this, the whole
family would be shot in leturn by the furious
comrades of the poisoned soldiers. Women,
for expressing their sympathy with the Com
rnune and their contempt for the Yorsaillists
would be shot on the spot. The Marquis o!

Gallifet, a general in the regular army, rode
along the lines while 10,001) Communist pri
soners were halted in the avenue de lTiupera
trice, selected100 of their number for execu
