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ExGLanp AND VIRGINIA.—Now that a linc
of steamers is established between Norfolk and
Liverpool, the Virginia papers remew their
5 ations in regard to attracting laborers.
They propose the formation of a reliable organ-
ization, whose statements would be crcdi‘ted
and made good, to induce immigration.  Lng-
lish labor can be procured under contract for
five-years at the rate of $60 for the first year,
$80 for the second, and $100 for the remaining
years of the contract, whenever assurances can
be afforded the emigrant that there is no per-
chance attending his change of domicil. The
movement is an important one, and will do

more for the settlement of the waste places of

Virginia than any other plan which has been
devised. It is State and corporate immigration
bureaus that have been most successful in in-
duciog foreigners to settle in the South. Left
to themselves the immigrants follow the old
lines of travel, and hunt up their own people
in the North and West.—A. Y. Gomm.

Mr.- Raudolph immediately responded: *I
always do,”’ and suiting his action to his words,
stepped quickly aside. The moral we would
deduce from these incidents, is: Never give
your enemy a cudgel with which to break your
