sures and corrections. 11 was written on official
foolscap, with the lines full an inch apart.

to stick a piu's point, Prescott saw two or

three of these pages of the manuscript of his
history. "You have 110 conception, ho says,
".if the amount of labor that one of these sheets
of foolscap represents." But this manuscript,
was never sent to the printers. It was copied
out hy Macaulay in a hand almost as bold and
legible as large pica. Of his habits and hours
of work little is known.
When in London hi; generally spent most of

the morning in the reading room of the British
Museum, and his evenings at his desk. I lis
favorite hours of work, I believe, were those
of the morning. But upon this point he "humoredhis disposition," like Grey. If the
work palled him he took up his hat and stick
and started off for a stroll, generally taking a

hook in his jvocket when in the country. Plautuswas his favorite, and in a note to one of
his poems he tolls us how he spent many an

idle hour rambling ou the beach with his book
in his hand; turning the lludens of thtrlloman
poet into what lie supposed to be the original
ilivi-k. In London he varied this diversion by
visiting the hook stalls, to pick up rare or originaleditions of old books,or by strolliug through
the Seven IMais in search of ballads. He was

as loud of these as Sir Walter Seott, and spent
the whole of one long vacation, it is said, in a

.-troll through the northern counties collecting
a set.
When living alone in the Albany,Jeffrey tells

us that Macaulay, like Charles Dickens, often
threw down his pen "at midnight, and strolled
out into the silent streets, to walk about for two
or three hours. He thought the silence and
solitude of a great city favorable to meditation,
and generally returned to his desk with a fresh
>tock of vivid and picturesque thoughts. A keen
eye, in looking through Macaulay's "Bssays,"
may, I think, trace many images and illustrationsstruck out in the course of these rambles.
Johnson, in his criticism 011 Grey, laughed at
this habit of his and Macaulay's, of writing nuly
when what Byron called the esprit was on. But
