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The details of the late Railroad disasters,
will excite not only publiec sympathy but indig-
nation at the alleged earelessness, or neglect, or
criminal conduct of those who are considered the
cause of these wholesale slaughterings of human
beings. Legislation on the subject of these con-
tinued Railroad ““accidents’’ as they have here-
‘tofore been termed, will be called for, and the
most stringent preventive laws demanded by the
people every where. The accounts published
in another column will cause a thrill of horror
to pass over every reader.

''he Washington correspondent of the Bal-
timore Sun says :—*“The fifty millions of five
per cts. reserved by the Secretary of the Trea-
sury for eschange by the vatioual banks are
nearly exhausted, and when the remainder is
subscribed it is understood the Secretary will
offer no wore five per cents to the public by
thewselves. It is quite likely that the Secre-
tary will retaio the remainder of the five huo-
dred willions of that class of bonds for some
wonths before offering them atall. and that
when so offered they will be offered in _connec-
tion with the lower rate bonds, and_in cqual
amounts with the latter. Mr. Boutwell's
friends believe his saccessful negotiation of the
tirst two hundred willious of five per cents
will have given him so great an_advantage iu
connection with the funding project as that he
will be able at the proper mowent to place the
four-and-a-half and four per cents in the war-
ket io equal portions with the five per ceots,
and carry them witkout difficulty, all of' which
rewains to be seen.”’

Railroad Disasters.
Oue of the most terrible railrond accidents
on record vecurred at Revere. a few miles from
Baston. on Saturday night.  The Bangor ex-
presg train ran into the rear end of .another
passenzer train while ranning - at  high speed,
and a fearful scene of death ensned.  The rear
car ol the forwaed train was erowded with pas-
seneers, very fow of whom escaped death or
injury, those who were unharmed by the colli-
ston suffering from the eseaping steam from
the engine of the express tram.  Twenty-four
persons weie killed and thirty or forty wounded,
sonic of whow will die.  The details, as report-
ed by telegraph, make the disaster no less hor-
rible than the New Hawburgh slwghter, on
the Hudson River Railroad. The responsi-
bility of the affair is theown upon the condue-
tor and engineer of the express train.
Sowe of the passengers in the rear portion
of the aceowmodation train heard the ominous
whistle, but too late to escape.  On came the
express train at great veloeity, and then the
engine struck the rearmost car full in the ceun-
tre and foreed its way, in telescopie mauvner,
two-thirds of the length of the car. The
smoke stack was instantly knoeked off, aund the
heiler penetrated all of the distance named  in-
to the rear car, the rear part of the later being
swashed into a thousand splinters, throwing
the debris out on either side of the engine
tender.  OF the rear half of the car not a frag-
wment as big as 2 house window could be found.
The tore part of the engine was utterly dewol-
ished, its pistons bent and its rods broken.—
The car was crowded with people, every seut
being oceupied, and many standing 1n the
aisles.  1n among these the locomotive rushed,
quick as a flash, just as the Beverly train had
started, manglivg aud killing in the most
frightful wauner.  But this was not the only,
amd perbaps uot the worst visitor the unfortu-
pale passeogers had,  Siwmulancously with the
colliston the head cap of the boiler was broken,
amd in an instant the wretched suffevers were
shronded in a cloud of hissing steam, und del-
uged with hoiling water, which brought death
in=tautly 1o wany of the wounded, and will
prove fital to others who had probably not
Bieen otherwise seriouly injured.  The lamps
spilled their contents, but the fire, if' any, was
uudoubtedly extinguished by the water and
steaan. Although the Beverly train was juost
moving when the collision took place, ity mo-
tion did wot prevent injury to the cars in tront
of the et train.  The coupling between the
two rear cars broke, and the platforms of all
ol thew were jammed up together, with the
smoking car overlapping the baggage car, and
youl< i tiwber were inestricably wixed and
interwoven.  Fortunately the cutanglement wis
potso gieat, but that the pussengers suceeeded in

An cffort was at
first made to put out the fire, but this was
prevented, and the flames were wselul in light-
1e up the dreadful seene in the vear, and facil-
itated serviees for the wounded,  The work of
vesentine the vietims was at once begun, assis-
taner heing soon firnished from Chelses Charles.
town, and at a Jate bour lrom Boston.—
Poor ereatires were jummed withio the wood
aned iron work, and could not wet out. The
axe wits applied vigorously, aud soon a rope
wits applivd to the sides of the car, aud all the
vemnaining frune work  was pulled asunder.
The dead aud wangled bodies were taken out

caretully  and  speadily, and placed  on
the platforin or i the depot. Some were pin-
ned with spiluters, some had arms amd legs

broken, while others were wangled beyond re-
coenition. Most ol the dead were apparently
free from bruises. but the peeling skin and
deat iy pallor which overspread the flesh told
plainly that the stean and sealding water
vansed death,

And yet another!  On Saturday the Fric
mail treain, hound West eollided with the Km-
pire freight train, going Fast, about one and a
hall' miles west of Westport Station, Middle
Division, Philadelphia ad Frie Railroad.  Six
or seven persons, inelading a fireman, condue-
tor, and an engiueer, were killed, and a0 nuw-
her of persons seriously injured.  The passen-
wor train was about an hour late in ]u:wing
Williamsport, amd was running thirty-five miles
an honr, The trains meeting on a sharp curve,
were not visible to cach other until they were
only o few vards apart, and their speed was not
checked. The hageave and smoking ears of
the mail train were telescoped all hat a few fect.
T'he passengers in the two cars in the rear were
uninjured.  An oflicial investigation shows the
aceilent was eased by neglect of the condue-
tor and engineer of the wail train to obey the
orders given them uot to puss Westport until
the freight train had arrived there. A copy of
the order was fouml 1 the pocket of the engi-
neer. who was believed to be fatally injured,
but later intelligence reports him improving,
though still unable to speak.
