\vashington and Richmond Railway Company.
ore cugaged in tearing up said turnpike road
<ith the view of constructing and operating a
railroad over and upon the same; that the ef-
foct of such acts is a complete and entire de-
«zuction of the turnpike road between Wash-
iogton and Alexandria; that it prevents travel
shether on horseback or by carriages, &e.; that
the work was both a public and a private
auisance; that usless the same was stopped it
sould cut off the coterminous land owners
«long the road from ull egress from or ingress
to their farms or any communication with either
of the above named cities; that the Turnpike
(ompany owned but a eascment 1n the lund,
qud the grantors had still a_ reversion in such
iand as soon as it ceased to be used asa turn-
pike, uod that the act of Congress chartenog
«id Turnpike (fowpavy provided that it should
be kept an open public road forever; that
the said eompunies were proceeding in violu-
tion of their charters. The bill therelore
praged for un injunction against them, which
wjunction was granted on the 14th day of’ Au-
gust, 1871 i

The case came up yesterday upon a motion
w dissolve such injunction.  The Washington
qud Richmond Ratlway company filed 0o
apswer becanse there is no snch a cowpany
existence. their charter never having been ae-
cepted.  The answer of the Washington and
Alexandrin Turnpike Company.alleged that its
abject in prosceuting the work complained of,
was to regrade its turupike, which they had a
perfect Tight to do, and that it was thusengag-
«d with a lurge force of men and horses when
the injunction was served. It also denied that
the re-grading would destroy or upnihilate the
rurnpike, ov interfore with travel thereon, or
that it was eithera public or u private nuisance,
or that ingress 1o or caress from the Fanws on
the road would be obstructed or in any wise pre-
vented, or that it held ouiy an casewent in the
land covered by the turppike, but that it had
the absolute title in fee stmple. or that it was
proceedivg in violatiou of'its charter, and that
even if' it were. it was not womatter that could
ho vuquired iuto in a cotlateral procecding like
this, or that Freediv. evea if demuitied, could
shtain redress ina Court of equity.

The nuswerof the Alexandvia and Fredericks-
burg Railway Cowpavy denied that certain
parties in its interest were teariog up she Wash-
ington Turnpike, but that the regrading there-
of was being done Ly the turnpike cowpavy.
It ulso denicd that it was doing avythivg in
violution of its charter. or anything to the iu-
jury of the complainznt.

Both of said avswers also contzined a de-
murrer to the bill becuuse of multifariousness
and misjoinder of parties.

Euch party filed a waultiplicity of affidavits to
support their respeetive positions, and after the
e, tozether with the other pleadings, had
heen read to the Court, the argument of the
case was comuenced and continued until a late
hourin the afterncon. It was argyed with
ereat ability by the respective counsel, with a
sitation and production of numerous authorities.
At the conclusion, the Judge took the papers
and anuounced  that a decision might eX-
pected between this und next Monday.
