And the barber-surgeon in Bon Quixote
and the brass basin which he furnished
the good knight for Malbriro's helmet will live
evermore on Castilian pages, and in the
world's fond and delighted remembrance
And divers other instances, occur, wherein the
gentle characters of barbers have been put
upon the memorable pages of the world's

( great ones; and not their personal features
alone live in memory, but the short and simpleannals of their shops; the people who
i'requcnt them; the footing of equality and
good fellowship that obtaius; the tree, fluent
lalk that goes round asjolilyas a jorum, the
quick glimpses of nature one catches, the

t wealth of news one hears.these are some of
the claims of a barbershop upon our interest,
claims that have ever been recognized by the
observant; which extend far back into the past
since the Patriarchs ceased to indulge their
enormous beards aud it became fashionable to
touch their folds into something of graceful
shape and dimensions.

I>ut let Flacus and Cervantes and (joo. Kl-
liott and Swilt, or tlie someuouy oise, as mc

case was; ho who wrote the tale of the magpie,
have to do with these more literary and historicalfeatures of the question. Suffice it for
our feeble pencil to draw some pictures which
we have seen iu the shop on Sunday mornings
when the solid citizens, and the raw aud tender
youth as well, are coming iu aud waiting their
turns for the mystic performance of gathering,
scraping, shaving, perfuming, powdering, &c
--the process which transforms on from a

rough bearded specimen of the hardy sex to
the blooming aspect ofMercury new lighted on

a heaven kissing hill.or any other pretty presencerecalled to the miud of the classic reader.
Only one thing keeps the barber shop from

being perfectly charming, and that is the absenceof the softer sex. As they cannot claim
