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Washington's Accounts..Tho New York
Tribune's Washington correspondence has the
following interesting item :
The Treasury Department officials, in makingarrangements for the better preservation of

the valuable papers, have lutelv removed from
a vault, in which they have laid for more than
half a century, the accounts of General Geprge
Washington while he was commander-in-chief
of the American army, during the RevolutionaryWar. The accouuts are stated in General
Washington's own handwriting, and are writreuin clear and bold characters, and arranged
with systematic accuracy. The title-page of the
accounts bears the following inscription:

''Account of G. Washington with the United
States, commencing dune, 1777, and ending
dune 1783." Entries were madeof every item
oi his household expenses, and for all moneys
used in transportation of troops,and in fact every
exj>ense incidental to the Revolutionary war.

Reference to his history will show that Gen.
Washington although offered a compensation
while serving asCouimaoder-iu-( 'hief,repeatedly
declined to accept any, as these accounts show.
Gen. Washington's determination not to cover

up and take advantage of the oversight of other
government officers, is well illustrated by the
following entry and the marginal note in explanationof the same. It appears as follows:
Bv cash, <£133.10*. Note..This sum stands in

my account as a credit to the public, but I can
iind no charge ofit againstme in any of the public
officer, whol-a tue mistuKO (yes. ivnuw u, uui

wish it could be ascertained, as I have no desire
to injure or he injured.

Washington also submitted a table giving
the amount of money received at different
times, giving its^iouiinal value and value by
depreciation, from which it appears that in
October, 1777, $1,000 was worth $011; in January,1778, $2,000 was worth $1,370. The
market value of money continued to depreciate.so that iu March, 1799, $2,000 was quoted
at $200, at $5U0, and at $50. The final note
at the end of his statement is as follows:

I received moneys on private accounts in 1777.
and since which, except such sums that I had
occasion now and then to apply to private uses,
wore all expended in tho public service, and
through hurry, I suppose, and, the perplexity, of
business, for i know not how else to account for
the deficiency, I have omitted to charge, while
overy debit against ine is here credited.
July 1. 1783.

Ijepter phance ofmakiqg a fortuue in this country,where so many sources of material wealth
still lie undeveloped, than those who follow the
professions. They have a limitless field before

. them and the reward? yielded are much greatefthan in the professions. It is not surprising,
therefore, that these pursuits are absorbing tho
