Night School..B. II. Lambert, esq.,
having been waited upon by one ol' the Free
Night School Committee to negotiate for the
school house on the corner of Duke aud
Royal streets, made some enquiries about
the school, and then promptly offered the propelty free of reut for the purpose indicated.
This building which has a main school room,and
two recitation rooms, is wry much better fittedfor the uses of a school then the one now

occupied, and has the additional advantage of
being all on the ground floor, which is specially
desirable for the lady teachers. There are 83
boys on the roll with an average attendance of
tili. Classes are formed in Grammar, History,
Geography, Arithmetic, Music, Writing,Readingand Spelling, with the most satisfactory resultsso far. The boys are uniformly well behuveddiligent and respectful to the teachers.
There is still a great want of teachers for the
large number of pupils, and it is hoped that the
efficiency of the school will not be allowed to
suffer in this direction. The committee have
expended nearly SI00 in hooks, school furniture,etc. We understand that there has been
but one voluntary response to the appeal of the
v'ummittee for funds to carry ou this important
undertaking. A gentleman euclosed by
mail to jUr.Lreorge ii. Kobinson, the j reasurer;
otherwise the committee have been obliged to
>ricure what little money they have, by personal
solicitation. One oilier person, we will uientioo,
who was a^ked to contribute, did so, remarking
that he had inteuded handing Mr. Robinson
the money. There are doubtless others, and
many others who intend contributing, but the
school needs the funds nine. Those who are devotingtheir time to this enterprise are men of
business, who have not the time to call on all
our citizens,if it were proper to expect theui to
do so. Let the money come, therefore, freely
and promptly to sustain this school for our

working boys.
