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Pexervarion.—Points were first used hy
Aristophenes, a grammarian of Alexandria,200
years B. C., but were not generally used until
the modern system was introduced at the be-
giuning of the sixteenth century by & learned
printer of Venice nawed Manutinus. Punctu-
ation not ouly serves to make an author’s mean-
ing plain, but otten saves'it from being entire-
ly misconceived. And there are many cases
where a change of points completely alters the
sentiment.  The following anecdote of an Eog-
lish statesman, who once took advantage of
this face to free hiwmself from aun embarrassing
position, is an amusing illustration :

Having charged an officer of the government
with dishonesty, he was required by Parlia-
ment. under 2 heavy penalty, publicly to re-
tract the accusation in the [Housc of Commons.
At the appointed time he appeared with a
written recantation. which he read aloud as
follows* ‘I said he was dishonest, it is true;
and | am sorry for it.””  This was satisfactory;
but what was the surprise of Parliament the
tollowing day to see the retraction printed i
the papers thus: “T said he was dishonest; it
is true, and 1 am sorry for it."”" By a simple
transposition of the commsa and sewmicolon, the
ingenions slinderer represented himself to the
country, not only as having made po recanta-
tion, but even as having reiterated the charge
in the very face of Parliament.
