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; lins, click the castanets. Swaying, stoopiug,
gracefully keeping tiuie with head and body,
twistiug, ogling, making at each other, gliding
coquettishly oat ut' reach, whirling, dodging,
now gently, now fiercely, with here hate, there
fondness, and always the delicious rhythm of
motion and music in it, those wild, handsome
people personate all the mad infatuation of
passion in its very fruition, (t is the terrible
Tarantula, the spider dance, lull of subtle poisonto the senses.
