—to look aloft.”

Joseph Ball, son of the above-named Joseph
Ball. and brother of Mrs. Washington, married
a Miss Raveunscroft, of England, and took up
his residence in London as a lawyer. To Mrs.
\Washington he addressed the following letter,
bearing date Stratford-by-Bow, 1uth of May,
1747, when her son, (icorge, was thinking of
wolng to sea :

T understand that you are advised,and have
<ome thoughts of putting your sou, George, to
<, L think he had better be put apprentice
to a tinker. for a common sailor belore the
jast has by no means the common liberty of
the subject—for they will press him from a
ship where he has fifty shilings a wonth and
make him take twenty-three, and cut and slash
and use him like a negro. or, rather. like a dog.
And as toany considerable preferment in the ny:
vy.it is not to be expected,as there are always so
muny gapiog for it here who have iuterest, aud
he has none : and if he should get to be mas-
ter of 2 Virginia ship, (which is very difficult
to do;) a planter that has three or four lun-
dred acres of land and three or tour slaves, if
he be industrious, may live more comfortably
and leave his tamily in better bread than such
a master ot a shipcan. * * * * He must
not be hasty to be rich, but go on gently and
with patience, as things will naturally go. This
method, without aiming at being a fine gentle-
wan before his time, will carry a muan wmore
comfortably and surely through than going to
sen. unless it be a great chance, indeed.
pray God keep vou and yours.  Your loving
brother, Josepi Bavi.
