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Be vaccination.."It was formerly sup
posed that a single successful vaccination would
prove lor all time a certain preventive of small¬
pox, and the result appeared for many years to
justify the opinion." Dr. Jenner, to whom
the world ascribes the honor of the discovery,
and the British Parliament voted the gift of
;;o,000 pounds sterling for the benefit conferred
upon mankind, expressed his belief that it
might become the instrument of exterpating
that loathsome disease from the earth. Bat
the occurrence of the various epidemics in Eu¬
rope in 1818, and in-the United States in 1823,
from which large numbers of the vaccinated
suffered; tended to shpke the confidence of the
profession in a primary vaccination. There
w ;re many who lost faith in the protective vir¬
tues of cow-pox altogether; and it cannot be
denied that a single vaccination does not afford
the permanent security it was supposed to do.
But, though, vaccination once performed fails
sometimes to afford complete protection against
small-pox, it always modifies it.producing a

comparatively safe and mild disease known as

varioloid.
The annual reports of re-vaccinations in the

Prussian army are highly interesting. Out of
about 40,000 soldiers anuually re-vaccinated, it
appears in two-fifths of the eases "regular pus¬
tules" were produced, aud in about one-fifth
"irregular pustules." The question then aris¬
es, does vaccination wear out with time? It
is inferred by some that the preservative influ¬
ence lasts seven years. An interesting fact is,
that children of eight years or under are rarely
attacked. The greatest number of cases occur
between fifteen and twenty-five. But whatever
may be the cause, the fact is certain that vacci¬
nation, a single time performed, fails to afford
complete security against modified small-pox
in many cases; and happily a remedy is afford¬
ed in re-vaccination. Of 45,000 soldiers re-
vaccinated in Prussia in 1841, only eight were
attacked with varioloid. Before the order for
re-vaccination was issued, the barracks used to
be a prey to varioloid disease.it has now dis¬
appeared. What possible reason, then, can

there be for not employing re-vaccination uni¬
versally? It can do no harm, and may secure

you from a loathsome if not dangerous disease.
In concluding the subject he "strongly urges

universal re-vaccination as a means of prevent¬
ing the spread of small-pox, and of ultimately
eradicating it, if not from the globe, at least
from extensive communities.".Petersburg
Progress.
