City Council..The regular seuii-montlily

meeting of the City Council was held last night.
[ or official proceedings see another column.
Hoard of Aldermen..Mr. Janney, from

the Committee on Claims, presented the report
of that committee ou the petition for exemption
from taxatiou of the Virginia Telegraph Com¬
pany. .

Mr. Corse said that the office of this com¬

pany was iu the same room with the Southern
company, and they used the same license. It
was a local enterprise.
Mr. Uuderwood was iu favor of assisting all

such enterprises, and would vote for the propo¬
sition with pleasure.
Mr. French called attention to the condition

of the city finances. This was a proposition to
refuud $100, which, as he understood it, was

put as a matter of generosity, and not as taxes
erroneously collected. The report was adopted.
On thf petition of Noble Lindsay asking per¬

mission to erect a sign post at the corner of
King and Union streets,
Mr. Markell said that if this petition was

granted it would be a bad precedeut.
Mr. Jauuey thought the petitiou stood on a

different ground iroui most others in this mat-
i- r. lie was in favor of granting the petition.
Mr. Lindsay must have such a sign as lie de-
>iros, or have none at all. lie alluded to the
«igns of Mr. Harrison and the Telegraph com¬

pany.
Mr. Markell said that ih«>>e signs ought to

iu* pulled down.
Mr. Janney said that it was more praise¬

worthy iu Mr. Lindsay to couie aud ask per¬
mission of Council thau to erect a sign as the
others had done, without permission.
The debate was further continued by Messrs.

I'reiu-h. Corse, Markell. Janney aud Seaton.
and the report of the committee favorable to

the petition was adopted.
The bill to number the houses was returned

real necessity for the renumbering of the houses
at tlii- tim<- but there is an urgent necessity for
the numbering of the vacant lots within the
.-..rporate limits. The tax collectors require that
slid lots should be numbered for the better en-

N.reeuient of the revenue laws, and <rreat injus¬
tice will continue to be done to a large number
. it our peoule if the principle of the third sec-

tintj should be omitted from the act.
Permit me to suggest that it be made the

d ity of the contractor under the act to prepare
a correct map of the various vacant lots upon
which uumbers may be placed as a guide to the
assessor-; said map to be placed in charge of
the Auditor for future reference. This is essen¬

tially necessary. It is a notorious fact that the
entire property in the City should be carefully
assessed; when thisisdoue there will be a more

rqual distribution of the burthens of taxation.
It will not require large posts but stakes about
14 inches long, 3 inches wide and '2 inches thick
with uumbers either branded or painted on

them. After a correct map is prepared and
placed in the Auditor's office it will not be very
material if the stakes should be destroyed. To
guard against the destruction of the stakes a

penalty could be affixed tor the mutilation or

destruction of them. I have thus given my
reasous lor not signing the act and offered sug¬
gestion® for its amendment to which your calm
consideration is solicited.

Mr. French endorsed the remarks of Mr.
.Janney. lie had an exemplification of this to¬

day in going to the Auditor's otliee and fiuding
their official searching in vain for the where¬
abouts of a certain lor.

Mr. Seaton agreed with the views of the
preceding speakers, and the veto was sustained
by a unanimous vote.
Mr. Janney calltd up the bill redisricting

the city. On inquiry he was satisfied that it
was a decided improvement on the old ward
division, both as a convenience to the assessors

and collietovs,and as equalisingjthe voting pop¬
ulation.
Mr. Seaton differed with the previous speak¬

er. Why should this Board take from a portion
of the city that is stationary, and add to a part
of the city that is already growing:. He thought
that this division, instead ol adding 50 votes
to the 3d Ward, would add 250. He thought
this only a political move, and not desigued as

a benefit to the eity, and proceeded to show
why he thought it a political trick to injure the
Republican party, but "you couldn't hurt her."
The President called the speaker to order,

stating that it was not in order to impugn the
motives of the gentlemen on the commit¬
tee: it was courtesy to suppose that their mo¬

tives were for the good of the city simply.
Mr. Corse enquired if the Alexandria and

Fredericksburg Railroad shops would not add
t<» the ward which Mr. Beaton feared would be
depleted as the result of this hill.

Mr. Janney said that the 4th Ward was al¬
ready the strongest in the city, and showed

' that the change could not produce the effect
mipposed by Mr. S.
Mr. Seaton replied, and was called to order

by Mr. Markell. who said he must not impugn
i lie motives of the committee. They had .stood
n :is long as possible, and he (S.) must stop it.
Mr. French gave his reasons why he should

oppose the bill. The Northern J>istrict was

already the largest and should not be added to.
I he tax bills would have to be transferred, and
ilie assessors books thrown away and a new set

prepared. He gave a statement of the vote at
the last election. The 3d Ward had polled 7 .">2
\>-tes, 100 more than any other Ward iu the
cit\\

.Mr. Janney replied, and was followed by
Mr. Simpson, who said he had previously

"An Act fixing the price of Gas.
it enacted by the City Council of Alexr

'iH'lria, That the Superintendent of the Gas
y oiks be, and is hereby instructed to charge
1'T tras supplied from the works after the 15th

March next $3 (three dollars) per thousand
when paid for within 15 days from the
of the bills, and S3.30 (three dollars and

iliirty cents) per thousand feet, when paid for
"Iter 15 days from the date of the bills.
.Sf.c. 2. All acts or parts of acts conflicting

w»th this act are hereby repealed."
Mr. French said in presenting the report^ he

w"uid simply reiterate what he had said time
again in this Board, that the price of gas

"hould be reduced to the lowest price, which
would cover all the expenses of the gas works,

leave to their credit a sum sufficient to
^eet any reasonable unexpected demand. That

the price advocated by him, $2.80 per thous¬
and feet, would, he thought, do this, yet it was
not the lowest price to which, ou principles of
equity, the gas should be reduced. For now
the gas consumers are required to pay such a

price as will enable the Corporation of'Alexan¬
dria to pay all the expenses of the gas works,
light up the streets, engine houses, &c., and
besides this, pay over quarterly into the city
treasury several thousand dollars. Now in
equity, why should the consumer, who only
wants gas to light hifi own dwelling be denied
it, unless he will also pay for lighting the
streets, &c? Why should the large class of non-

consumers who enjoy all the advantages of the
public lights pay nothing, and the consumers of
gas be required to pay all these expenses? If
the public lights were charged up against the
city, and a tax levied to pay the cost, he be¬
lieved the price of gas could be reduced to $2.50
per thousand feet, and still the gas works would
be very remunerative. He had so fully and so

often expressed his views on this subject, that
he had nothing further to say.
Mr. Worthington said that the government

tax alone was twenty cents on the 1,000 feet.
The bill was then passed.
The bill to enforce the collection of gas bills

being taken up,
Mr. Markell enquired it the city had not al¬

ready the required authority.
Mr. Worthington said the power was want¬

ing, so he was informed.
The charter of the city was read, showing

that the city had some power to collect gas bills
and taxes.
The bill was passed.
The bill directing the Superintendent of

Police to remove all signs, boxes, &e., that ob¬
struct the sidewalks being taken up.

Mr. Markell said it is a strange thing that
here we have just granted a man permission to
erect a post, and follow it with a bill to remove
them all.
Mr. Worthington exp^ined that it was to

cover the cases that occurred in violation of ex¬

isting laws. He considered it the part oi the
Superintendent of Police when he saw a sign
in violation of the law, to euqiiire it the owner
of it had permission of Council to erect it. and
if not, to compel him to remove it.
The bill was laid on the table.
Mr. Janncy moved that the Mayor be au¬

thorized to purchase 15 cords <>f wood, the 100
cords previously purchased having been ex¬
hausted.
Mr. Seaton said that the appropriation made

fell short about $ 1 )<o. He hoped a bill to pay
this would be passed to-nignt.
Mr. Markell thought that the committee

should coufiue themselves to the amount ap¬
propriated.

Mr. Janney thought it was importaut to re¬

lieve the suffering even if the amount was ex¬
ceeded.

Mr. Seaton agreed with the statements of
Mr. Jauney. out for charitable help there
were many poor who would have starved or

frozen this winter. $50u or $600 even would
not have been too much.

Mr. Markell thought the committee should
have come to Council and asked for the money.

Mr. Seaton explained that the interval be¬
tween the meetings were so long that much suf¬
fering would have resulted had not the com¬
mittee acted on their own responsibility.
The resolution was adopted.
Mr. Worthington called up the school bill,

lie understood that nothing had been done in
the matter of paying the school teachers by the
Finance Committee.
The clerk said the teachers had been paid

out of the Siate fund.
Mr. Worthingtou said this money would hove

to be refunded by the city.
Mr. Corse said that the city's accounts had

been already overdue about $1,000. This was

done in small accounts and warrants. He be¬
lieved that at one time this was the case to the
arnouut. of $G,0<XJ.

Mr. Worthing on stated why he had not met
the Finance Committee. The chairman of that
committee had stated at the last meeting that
he had been hampered in his operations, and
he (Mr. \V.) had stayed away from the meet¬
ings that he might not be a further hinderance.
He was anxious to appropriate money, especi¬
ally for the benefit of the school teachers, in
preference to paying interest on over due bonds.

31 r. Corse showed that the city could uot re¬
fuse to pay the interest on bouds. He cited a

case in point a few years ago when such action
had cost the city over $1,000. We could uot
refuse to pay without the risk of a suit.

Mr. Worthingtou replied, saying that the
Scriptures taught the doctrine that ''he that
cared uot for his own was worse than an infi¬
del." He was no friend of repudiation or of
repudiators, but he had rather be a repudiator
than an infidel. It was our first duty to pay
our school teachers.

Mr. Seaton cou d see no use in prolonging
this discussion. His worthy and distinguished
friend from the 3d ward, had stated the case

plainly. He considered it necessary and just
that this bill should be passed, and continuing
for some time was interrupted by
Mr. Corse, who inquired what was the ques¬

tion before the Board.
The position was explained, and Mr. Seaton

proceeded for some time, when the bill was

passed and the Board adjourned.
Convnum Council..The Board met last night

with the usual attendance and after some busi¬
ness of minor interest a resolution was intro¬
duced that the Superintendent of Police have
removed all signs, &c., extending beyond the
proper line into the street.
Mr. Hughes opposed a reference to a com¬

mittee, saying that if the reference was to Mr.
Harrison Mr. II. would be better able to in¬
fluence a committee than the whole Board.
Mr. H. had room enough on his house for his
sign, let him put it there.

Mr. Wheat introduced a bill for the more

efficient collection of gas bills. Mr. Wheat said
that Mr. Roxbury had informed him that he
had examiued all laws relative togas, and there
was no law eufcrcine payment of gas bills.
Mr. R. had been told by many citizens that he
was harder upon them than previous Superin¬
tendents had been. This law was to compel
him to enforce payment.
Mr. Hughes inquired if this was meant to

include the §12,000 back gas bills.
Mr. Wheat said no. lie thought, that such

a provision would be cx post facto. These back
bills were mostly for gas bills due from January
1st to May 23, I860," when the city was cap¬
tured. and many of those who had been con¬

sumers of gas fled from the city.
Mr. Hughes.Some disposition should be

made of them so that they may be got out of
the way of the clerk.

Mr. Hopkins enquired if the assessment of
the eity was made by the Commissioner of the
Revenue.
The President said.Yes, but that Council

had full power to direct him.
Mr. Hopkins thought that there was uecces-

sity for a more thorough assessment. Some
property was assessed too high and some too

low.
. .n

Mr. Hughes introduced a bill exempting new

manufacturers from taxation.
Mr. Hopkins was in favor of the bill, but had

consulted Mr. Francis Jj. Smith, and he gave
au opinion that such an act would be unconstitu¬
tional. Judge Underwood thought it consti¬
tutional. fle was in favor of such a bill if the
constitutional objection could be gotten over.

Mr. Wheat doubted whether such a general
bill would not be unjust to the old resident
manufacturers. Suppose a new planing mill
would come here, would it be right to exempt
that mill at the expense of the member from

the 2nd Ward (Mr.Rischiel.) «

Mr. Rischiel said that he could now make
sash ten per ct. cheaper than five years ago, an

acquaintance with the work giving his hands
that advantage. He favored the bill.

Mr. Hopkins favored a reference to the At¬
torney of the Corporation.

Mr. Evans thought that there was no doubt
of the right of the city to control its own taxa¬
tion. The Council frequently exempted from
taxation in special cases. Why not do it gen¬
erally.
Mr. Claggett thought that the passage of the

bill would be a blessing to the city.
Mr. Wheat read the constitutional provision

on the subject.
Mr. Xeale said that the city had the power

to suspend taxation on all manufacturers. He
wanted all to be free from taxation.

Mr. Hughes was willing to accept that idea
and exempt all manufacturers. Any thing to
encourage manufactures.
The subject was referred to the Attorney of

the Corporation.
A communication from R. Johnson, atrent,

with reference to the obstructions to the King
street wharf and dock by the Washington ferry
slip, and the filling up of the dock, was refer¬
red to the Committee on General Laws.
At this point the Board of Aldermen enter¬

ed the chamber of the Common Council, and a

joint convention was held.
The Chair announced that the business of

the convention was the election of a Ganger
and member of the police force.
Mr. Xeale.I nominate my old friend Love¬

joy. , .AtMr. \\ heat nominated Mr. \ . M. Monroe.
He did not know that he was required to give
bond within fifteen days, and he allowed the
time to pass, but lie afterwards tendered a good
bond.
Mr. Hughes wished to know of the gentle¬

man i'roiu the First Ward if Mr. Monroe knew
it was hi> duty tu pay over a part ol his receipts
to the city. J-Je did not seem to know any
thing about it.

Mr. Wheat said that Mr. Lovejoy had acted
half the year during the sickness of Mr. Mon¬
roe.

Mr. Beach explained that Mr. Lovejoy was

a mere agent of Mr. Monroe, and had nothing
to do with payment to the city. lie got one
half of the rax only.
Mr. Henderson.He is the deputy, and if he

divides the pay he ought to staud half of it.
Mr. French said there was a misapprehen¬

sion as to the idea that the Gauger was bound
to pay over a portion of his salary to the Cor-
po» atioii.
The Chair Mated chut there was no law re¬

quiring the Gaueer to pay any portion of his
receipts into the treasury.

Mr. Seaton favored the election of Mr.Love¬
joy. He spoke uutil the ballot was concluded,
when lie was called to order by Mr. Rishiell.
Before announcing the ballot the Chair said

that lie had examined the revenue bill instead
of the salary bill when he made his last state¬
ment. The salary bill provided that the Gau¬
ger should pay into the treasury tender cent
of his receipts.
The ballots resulted as follows :

Nominations were made for policemen : By

G. W. Petty; by -Mr. Markell, Mr. Walkhis.
The ballot resulted as follows:
1st baliot: Lyles, 10; Petty, 4.
The joint meeting having dissolved, the Coun¬

cil returned its session.
A bill reducing the price of ^as to S3 per

thousand feet coming in from the Board of Al¬
dermen.
Mr. Evaus moved that the time allowed to

pay at the lowest rate be expressed by the
word rendered.
Mr. Stuart'thought the bill did not reduee

the price sufficiently. He farored $2.SO per
thousand.

iMr. Wheat urged that the reductfon was all
that it was well to make at this time, as the re¬

duction eveu to $3.00 would considerably re¬

duce the amount, received by the Finance Com¬
mittee lor the current year. As this was an

experiment it would be well to make a reason¬

able reduction at first.
Mr. Claggett favored Mr. Stuart's motion.
Mr. Shinn (calling Mr. Wheat to the chair)

read the report of the Committee on Light,
made last year to show that 739 gas consumers

paid besides their ordinary tax £1 9,000 more

than the rest of the community. Put the tax
at $2.So and these 739 persons still would pay
for lighting the streets market, Council, en¬

gine houses, &c., and yet leave a surplus in
the treasury of the gas works. He knew it
bad beeu said in the Board of Aldermen that
the books of the Auditor showed a credit to
the gas works of only $11,000; when in fact
the books showed that there was this credit
beside a full payment of all the cost of building,
repairing and maintaining the gas works.
Mr. Wheat deprecated the attempt to dimin¬

ish the revenue of the city. He feared that
next year the city tax would be $2.00 per hun
died without discount. It might be that it
would be much more.

Mr. Stuart said it was never too late to do
justice.

Mr. Shinn commented on the injustice of
compelling 731' persons to bear double taxes in
order to avoid taxing J ">,000 people a lair pro¬
portion of the public expenses.
Mr. Finn inquired what additional profit

there would accrue from additional consumers.
Mr. Shinn said the production would cost

only the additional cost of the coal. A ton of
coal which cost but $7.25 would produce 9,000
feet of gas, being at $3.00 per thousand,$27.

Mr. Uughes aunounced his intention to vote
for the conference bill. He had found that
there had been an error in the statement ofthe
profits of the gas works. No account had been
taken of the interest on the cost of the works,
which amounts to about $10,000 a year. This
should be charged to the works.

Mr. Pinn also favored the conference report.
While gentlemen were considering that some

7oo persons paid all for all the gas, they should
remember that they were the persons who, liv¬
ing in the central part of the city, enjoyed most
of the benefit of the public lights, while owners

of pioperty ou back streets had none.

Mr. Shinn said in reply to 31 r. Hughes that
the statement to which he alluded did charge
the interest to the gas works until the works
had paid their whole cost. It would be mani¬
festly improper to charge, interest on a debt
that had been paid. He still thought $2.80
would be full charge for gas.
The conference bill making gas $3 per thous¬

and feet was concurred in and Council ad¬
journed.

Oan.w. News.-A telegram received here to¬

day says that water was let into the Chesapeake
and Ohio Canal at Cumberland, temporarily,
yesterday, and that level found to be in excel¬
lent order. All the levels will be tried in the
same way, within the next few days, and no

fears are entertaiued but that they will all be
found to be in the same condition. President
Clark sometime siuce said that he hoped to
have the Canal ready for navigation by the 5th
proximo, and his hopes will doubtless be realiz¬
ed, though it is not probable that actual navi¬
gation will be commenced by that time. The
Alexandria Canal has Undergone some repairs
during the winter, and some minor work is in
progress now, but everything will be ready for
the water when it comes from Georgetown..
The Coal Companies here "have made prepara¬
tions for an increased trade next season, but
they will not probably commence active opera¬
tions before the middle or latter part ofMarch.

Attempt to Swindle tiie First National
Bank,.On Monday last a well dressed and
genteel looking man, apparrently about 30 years
of age, dark complexion and rather stout, called
at the 1st National Bank of this city and pre¬
sented Mr. Hooff, the following letter.
New York, Feb. 23d 1872, Charles R. Hooff,

esq., Cashier 1st National Bank Alexandria
Va. Sir:.The bearer, Mr. James E. Wood,
will have business in Washington during (he
season, and as his family will probably reside
in your place, he may desire to deposit his funds
in your bank, in which case we send hitn to you
by request of Caleb F. Cules, esq., of this city.
We trust Mr. Wood may find it convenient to
do his business with you. Respectfully,

Austin, Baldwin & Co.
The Mr. Caleb F. Coles alluded to is the

Cashier of the Central National Bank of New
York city.
The day before this happened Mr. Hooff

had received a telegram from Washington,
signed by Henry Aspinwall, asking if he allow¬
ed interest on deposits, and had responded that
he did allow interest on certificates of deposits.

After Mr. Hooff had read the letter of intro¬
duction, the stranger said that he would proba¬
bly have some fifty or sixty thousand dollars to
deposit during the wiuter, and exhibited one
check for $S000 which, however, he did not
offer to deposit, but said he would call again the
next day and deposit it with additional checks
that he would by that time have received, and
would then probably want a few hundred dol¬
lars for immediate use. He then took his de¬
parture.

Mr. Hooff did not suspect any thing wrong,
but in the exercise of his usual precaution, wrote
to Mr. Coles, inclosing him the letter of intro¬
duction and making some inquiries. The next
morning he received the following telegram in
reply: Dear Sir:.I thought best to telegraph
to you that the enclosed letter purporting to
be signed by Austin, Baldwin & Co. was a for¬
gery. I hope that you have not allowed the
fellow to victimize you. Yours truly,

C. F. Coles.
Mr. Hooff upon tire receipt of this telegram

immediately procured an officer whom lie con¬
cealed in the bank to arrest the swindler when
he returned to draw upon his forged checks,
but the latter, up to this time, has not made his
appearance.

Wild Fowl..Great numbers of wild fowl,as
stated in a local article yesterday are now feeding
on the Potomac river. Yesterday there were

large flocks of red-necks, shufflers, mallards, and
smaller ducks between this place and Mount
Vernon. More canvass backs have been seen

within a week past, that were before noticed
the whole winter. And yet there are com¬

paratively but few wild ducks killed or brought
to market.
